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Report to the President and Congress Pursuant to 
Section 209 of the Consumer Product Safety 

Improvement Act of 2008 
 
The United States Consumer Product Safety Commission (“CPSC” or “the Commission”) is 
submitting this report to the President, Congress, and the public, as required under section 27(j) 
(15 U.S.C. 2076(j)) of the Consumer Product Safety Act (“CPSA”), as amended by the Consumer 
Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008 (“CPSIA”). The content of this report is specified in the 
CPSA, as amended by the CPSIA. The report describes many of the activities the CPSC 
performed to protect the public from hazardous consumer products in fiscal year 2015 (“2015”). 
Readers may also be interested in the CPSC’s 2015 Annual Performance Report, required by the 
Government Performance and Results Act and available on the CPSC’s website at:

The CPSC, established by Congress in 1972, is the federal regulatory body tasked with protecting 
the public from unreasonable risks of injuries or death associated with consumer products. The 
Commission has been effective in reducing consumer product-related injury and death rates by 
using a wide range of strategies to identify and address product safety hazards. This report is 
organized around the five strategies noted below: 
 

• Hazard Identification and Monitoring: collecting information and monitoring injury and 
death statistics related to the use of products under the CPSC’s jurisdiction; 
 

• Safety Standards: participating in the development and strengthening of voluntary safety 
standards and developing mandatory standards; 

 
• Compliance and Enforcement: enforcing compliance with standards through compliance 

activities, such as recalls or other corrective actions, and litigating when necessary; 
 

• Public Outreach: educating consumers, families, foreign governments, and industry about 
product safety recalls, safety programs and alerts, emerging hazards, and safety 
standards; and 

 
• Intergovernmental Coordination: coordinating work on product safety issues with other 

governmental stakeholders.

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Hazard Identification and Monitoring 
 
The Commission, in fulfilling its mission to protect the public against unreasonable risks of 
injuries associated with consumer products, collects, reviews, and analyzes data on deaths, 
injuries, and societal costs associated with such products. This section describes the “Incidence of 
Injury and Effects to the Population” associated with products under the jurisdiction of the 
Commission. Four tables present summary data by totals and by age groups for: 

o product-related deaths;  
o product-related injuries;  
o percent of emergency department visits involving product-related injuries 

resulting in hospitalization; and  
o estimated costs of product-related injuries.  

 
Product-Related Deaths (Table 1). The CPSC collects mortality data through contracts with 
each state. The CPSC reviews about 8,000 death certificates each year, from all 50 states and the 
District of Columbia, covering unintentional product-related deaths. The CPSC purchases death 
certificates that have a high probability of consumer product involvement. However, due to 
resource constraints, we cannot purchase all product-related death certificates; and because the 
death certificates we purchase sometimes fail to identify the products involved, the total number 
of actual product-related deaths may be higher than the number we report. Although the deaths in 
this table represent product involvement, such involvement does not necessarily indicate 
causality. 
 
Product-Related Injuries (Tables 2 and 3). Each year, the CPSC collects information about 
product-related injuries through its National Electronic Injury Surveillance System (“NEISS”). 
This unique system provides statistically valid national estimates of product-related injuries from 
a probability sample of hospital emergency departments (“EDs”); and NEISS is the foundation 
for many CPSC activities. These injury reports provide not only the means for estimating the 
magnitude of consumer product-related injuries in the United States, but also a resource for 
gathering additional information concerning the nature and potential cause of accidents. 
Annually, NEISS supplies information on almost 400,000 product-related cases from a sample of 
about 100 hospitals. The hospitals transmit incident information electronically; and in some cases, 
the data are available within 24 hours after an incident. Table 2 presents data on estimates of 
injuries associated with consumer products that resulted in hospital ED treatment. Table 3 
presents estimates of the percent of such injuries that subsequently required hospitalized. 
Although the injuries in these tables represent product involvement, that involvement does not 
necessarily indicate causality.  
 
Cost of Product-Related Injuries (Table 4). To estimate costs of hospital ED-treated, consumer 
product injuries, the CPSC employs its Revised Injury Cost Model. The costs noted in this report 
do not include the costs of consumer product-related injuries treated elsewhere, such as in 
physicians’ offices, health maintenance organizations, and freestanding urgent care clinics. 
Estimates also do not include the economic losses of fatalities associated with the use of 
consumer products. These losses may be substantial. Furthermore, cost estimates are not available 
for many acute and chronic illnesses associated with exposure to chemical hazards. The number 
and costs of these illnesses are expected to be large.  
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Products are aggregated into 15 product groupings for the deaths, injuries, and cost data presented 
(see pp. 7–8). These products are described in the NEISS Coding Manual, Directorate for 
Epidemiology, U.S. CPSC. The NEISS Coding Manual can be found online at:

Additional data are collected and analyzed to develop more detailed estimates concerning 
products for which Commission remedial action has been considered. Based on interviews with 
victims or witnesses, the Commission identifies causes of incidents, including the interactions 
among the persons involved, the products, and the environment. Using all of the available data, 
Commission staff periodically prepares hazard analysis reports for selected products. To learn 
whether a hazard analysis report for any particular product is available, or to receive general 
injury data reports or more detailed data than are included in this section, please visit:

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 SAFETY STANDARDS 
 
The Commission helps reduce consumer product hazards through the development of mandatory 
safety standards and staff involvement in the development and strengthening of voluntary safety 
standards. This section presents information about:  

• mandatory safety standards in effect;  
• voluntary safety standards for which staff provided monitoring or technical support; and  
• research activities conducted by staff.  

 
1) Mandatory Safety Standards: Mandatory standards are developed through rulemaking. 

Under most of the statutes the CPSC enforces, if a voluntary standard exists, then by law, the 
Commission may not issue a mandatory standard, unless it finds that the voluntary standard 
will not eliminate or adequately reduce the risk of injury or death, or determines that it is 
unlikely that there will be substantial compliance with the voluntary standard. During the 
rulemaking process, staff seeks input from all interested parties, including consumers, 
industry, and other government agencies. Mandatory standards generally are expressed in the 
form of performance requirements. Examples of products for which mandatory standards 
were under development in FY2015 include: portable generators, upholstered furniture, table 
saws, and firepots and fuel gels. 

 
2) Voluntary Safety Standards: The CPSC’s statutory authority requires the agency to rely on 

voluntary standards, rather than issue mandatory standards, whenever compliance with a 
voluntary standard would eliminate or adequately reduce the risk of injury identified, and it is 
likely there will be substantial compliance with the voluntary standard. CPSC staff works 
with organizations that facilitate the development of voluntary standards, participating in the 
development of voluntary standards at a number of stages in the process. First, staff  submits 
recommendations to voluntary standards organizations for new standards or modifications of 
existing standards. After receiving CPSC staff recommendations, organizations may conduct 
technical assessments (as appropriate); publish a proposal for public comment; receive and 
evaluate comments; or publish a standard. This process may take months to several years to 
complete. Staff participates in the process by providing expert advice, technical assistance, 
and information based on data analyses of how deaths, injuries, or incidents occurred. During 
FY2015, the CPSC’s voluntary standards policy did not permit staff to vote on proposed 
changes or new standards. Staff’s comments, however, were considered throughout the 
process. On March 3, 2016, a final rule lifting this restriction went into effect.   

 
The CPSIA added authority for the Commission, in certain cases, to specify by rule that a 
product or product class that does not comply with a voluntary standard constitutes a 
substantial product hazard under the CPSA. This facilitates obtaining corrective actions when 
products are found in commerce that do not comply with the voluntary standards.  
 

3) Research Activities: CPSC staff conducts and sponsors many research and study projects to 
further the agency’s activities to improve product safety and reduce or eliminate potential 
hazards associated with consumer products. Staff may use the findings from these projects to 
develop and refine the agency’s positions on voluntary and mandatory product safety 
standards. Examples include research on technology to mitigate cooking fires, collaborative 
research with other federal agencies on nanotechnology, portable generators, seniors’ 
hazards, furniture and television tipovers, and recreational off-highway vehicles.

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Mandatory Rulemaking Activity in 2015 
 
Publication of the following final rules was approved by the Commission in 2015: 
 
• Extension Cords.  On July 21, 2015, the Commission voted unanimously (5-0), to approve 

publication in the Federal Register of the draft final rule, as drafted, to amend the 
Commission's rule at 16 C.F.R. part 1120, Substantial Product Hazard List, to specify that 
extension cords (both indoor- and outdoor-use extension cords) that do not contain all 
applicable readily observable characteristics (minimum wire size, sufficient strain relief, 
proper polarization, proper continuity, outlet covers for 2-wire indoor cords, and jacketed 
cords for outdoor extension cords) set forth in the rule, as described in the voluntary standard, 
Underwriters Laboratories (“UL”), Standard for Cord Sets and Power-Supply Cords, UL 
817, 11th Edition, dated March 16, 2001, as revised through February 3, 2014, are deemed a 
substantial product hazard under section 15j of the Consumer Product Safety Act. 

 
• Seasonal and Decorative Lighting Products.  On April 28, 2015, the Commission voted 

unanimously (5-0), to approve publication in the Federal Register of the draft final rule, as 
drafted, to state that seasonal and decorative lighting products that do not contain one or more 
of three readily observable characteristics (minimum wire size, sufficient strain relief, or 
overcurrent protection), as set forth in UL Standard for Safety for Seasonal and Holiday 
Decorative Products, UL 588, 18th Edition, constitute a substantial product hazard under 
section 15j of the Consumer Product Safety Act. 
 

• Durable Infant or Toddler Products - The Danny Keysar Child Product Safety Notification 
Act, Section 104 of the CPSIA, requires the CPSC to promulgate consumer product safety 
standards for durable infant or toddler products. These standards are to be “substantially the 
same as” applicable voluntary standards or more stringent than the voluntary standard if the 
Commission determines that more stringent requirements would further reduce the risk of 
injury associated with the product. In 2015, the CPSC promulgated one safety standard for 
children’s products: 
 

o Frame Child Carriers.  On May 16, 2014, the Commission issued a notice of 
proposed rulemaking (“NPR”) for frame child carriers. 79 FR 28458. The NPR 
proposed to incorporate by reference the voluntary standard, ASTM F2549-14, 
Standard Consumer Safety Specification for Frame Child Carriers, with one 
proposed substitute provision that would provide clear pass/fail criteria for an 
existing test.  ASTM International (formerly the American Society for Testing 
and Materials), subsequently revised and published ASTM F2549-14a, which 
includes the clear pass/fail criteria for an existing test, which were proposed in 
the NPR.  On February 18, 2015, the Commission voted unanimously (5-0), to 
approve the draft final rule, which incorporated this latest version.  The final rule 
was published in the Federal Register on March 3, 2015, with an effective date 
of September 2, 2015.  

 
• Portable Gasoline Containers. The Children’s Gasoline Burn Prevention Act (the Act) 

requires that portable gasoline containers manufactured on or after January 17, 2009 for sale 
in the United States must conform to ASTM F2517-05’s child-resistance requirements for 
closures on portable gasoline containers. The Act also addresses revisions of those child-
resistance requirements. Specifically, ASTM is required to notify the U.S. Consumer Product 
Safety Commission (Commission) of the proposed revision. “[U]nless, within 60 days of 
such notice, the Commission notifies ASTM that the Commission has determined that such 
revision does not carry out the purposes of [the Act’s provision regarding child-resistance 
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requirements],” then the proposed revision to the ASTM standard “shall be incorporated” as a 
consumer product safety rule. On February 11, 2015, ASTM notified the Commission that 
ASTM had revised ASTM F2517. On March 18, 2015, the Commission voted 
unanimously (5-0) to allow ASTM’s revision to the child-resistance requirements in 
ASTM F2517-15 to be incorporated into the mandatory consumer product safety rule for 
closures on portable gasoline containers. The Commission voted (3-2) to approve 
publication in the Federal Register of the direct final rule (DFR), as drafted, incorporating 
by reference the child resistance requirements of ASTM F2517-15. Chairman Kaye and 
Commissioners Adler and Robinson voted to approve publication of the DFR as drafted. 
Commissioners Buerkle and Mohorovic voted to approve publication of the DFR with 
changes.  
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2) Voluntary Safety Standards 
 
The CPSC issues the Voluntary Standards Tracking and Access Report (“VSTAR”) on a semi-
annual basis. The report includes the objective of each standard under development, the name of 
the employee involved in the activity, the status of the standard, and the next step planned in the 
standard development process. A summary from the VSTAR FY 2015 annual report is provided 
below for convenience.

Thirty new, revised, or reaffirmed voluntary safety standards, monitored or supported technically 
by U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (“CPSC”) staff, were completed from October 1, 
2014 to September 30, 2015. These safety standards address: batteries (lithium), toddler beds, 
candles (2 standards), youth folding chairs, drywall, furniture tipover (2 standards),cooktops, 
helmets (8 standards), child resistant portable fuel containers, vented gas fireplaces, gas grills (4), 
changing tables, high chairs, infant incline sleep products, infant gates and other enclosures, 
liquid laundry packets, hook-on chairs, and bouncer seats. 
 
In total, from October 1, 2014 to September 30, 2015, CPSC staff provided technical support or 
was otherwise actively engaged in the development of 81 voluntary safety standards activities, 
which are described in this report. Of the 81, two were added during the mid-year time frame 
(bicycles and tents). In addition,staff monitored two other activities  during the reporting period 
(pools, portable unprotected and washing machines, front loading). 
 
During the reporting period, CPSC staff’s involvement in voluntary standards focused 
predominantly on voluntary standards activities associated with implementing the CPSIA. 
Voluntary standards development activities are handled primarily by three standards 
development/coordinating organizations: ASTM International (“ASTM”), the American National 
Standards Institute (“ANSI”), and Underwriters Laboratories Inc. (“UL”). The standards 
developed using the procedures of these three groups provide safety provisions that address 
potential hazards associated with consumer products found in homes, schools, and recreation 
areas.

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3) Research Activities 
 
 
Commission staff conducts studies and investigates deaths, injuries, diseases, and economic costs 
associated with consumer products. This research is used to identify hazardous products and 
design effective strategies to reduce product hazards. In 2015, CPSC staff conducted or 
participated in the following research:  
 
ATV Annual Data Update: Staff prepared the annual report on ATV-related deaths and injuries. 
The report includes data on reported deaths by state, relative risk of death by year, and injuries 
distributed by year and age grouping. The report is available on the CPSC website at:

Carbon Monoxide-Related Annual Updates: Staff prepared the annual report on carbon 
monoxide (“CO”) fatalities associated with consumer products. The report is available at:

Chemical Toxicity Assessments: In 2015, staff continued to study emissions from spray 
polyurethane foam insulation through an interagency agreement with the National Institute of 
Standards and Technology (“NIST”). Staff also presented posters and seminars at scientific 
conferences on: CPSC’s research activities on spray polyurethane foam; alternative testing 
methods; and adverse outcome pathways. Staff began to survey selected children’s products for 
the presence of flame-retardant chemicals. Two contractor reports reviewed the available data on 
human exposure to flame-retardant chemicals. Staff compiled a database on “wearable 
technology” products. Two contractor reports reviewed the potential health effects of mold; the 
third mold report will be completed in 2016. Staff presented at the EPA Biennial Meeting on 
Indoor Air Quality. Staff finalized a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) with the EPA 
National Center for Environmental Assessment (“NCEAA”)

Systems for Preventing Oil Ignition on Gas and Electric Cooktops:

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Staff also completed analyses of the CPSC fireworks regulations and began preparing a briefing 
package to the Commission, with recommendations for updating the CPSC’s fireworks 
regulations. The briefing package is expected to go to the Commission during FY 2016. 

Firepots:  Staff continued characterization work on firepots and fuels intended to be used with 
firepots to support developing a notice of proposed rulemaking (“NPR”), and staff also pursued 
voluntary standards, including a request to restructure a working group and staff made 
recommendations for specific requirements for portable liquid or gel-fueled fireplaces not 
covered by UL 1370. www.cpsc.gov/PageFiles/182039/UL-Letter-Portable-Fireplaces.pdf.

Lead in Paint and Substrate Materials: Staff continued to study the applicability of different 
types of x-ray fluorescence (“XRF”) for measuring lead in paint and substrate materials.  
 
Nanotechnology: 
 

Airborne Nanoparticles from Consumer Products: Researchers from the National Institute 
for Standards and Technology (“NIST”) completed a final report on testing to determine the 
release of nanoparticles into indoor air from a range of paints and coating materials. This 
project is the second phase of an initial agreement signed in 2011; and the project will meet 
an important objective in developing methods to distinguish engineered nanoparticles from 
nanoparticles that may be produced incidentally in the home.  In 2014, NIST submitted a 
report to CPSC staff outlining new approaches for abrading products and conducted chamber 
measurements for airborne particles.  In 2015, NIST began developing models to predict 
nanoparticle concentrations in indoor air, and resulting exposures to consumers (NIST 
2015a).  NIST researchers continue to work with the ASTM Committee E56 on 
Nanotechnology to incorporate test methods into the voluntary standards that were developed 
from their efforts.  

 
Carbon Nanotubes in Consumer Products: NIST, under a Memorandum of Understanding 
(“MOU”) with the CPSC, continued its testing of selected consumer products containing 
nanotubes. This work is also being used to support the International Life Sciences Institute’s 
(“ILSI’s”) nanorelease project, which is developing methods to test the release of carbon 
nanotubes from a variety of product matrices.  In 2015, NIST completed two reports, 
including a final report on nanotubes in sports equipment (NIST 2015c) and an interim report

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on carbon nanotubes in other consumer products and textiles (NIST 2015b).  In addition, the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (“ACE”) submitted an interim report on carbon nanotubes in 
consumer products (ACE 2015). 
 
Enhancement of the National Library of Medicine (“NLM”) Household Products 
Database: The National Library of Medicine (“NLM”), under an existing MOU with the 
CPSC, is continuing its efforts to identify approaches to enhance the Household Products 
Database (“HPD”) and its associated websites. Through the work conducted under the MOU, 
NLM is developing information that will provide consumers and scientists with knowledge 
about the uses of nanomaterials in products and the health effects of nanoparticles. The 
information can be found at the following links:

NLM continues to update the website with 
new information for the general public on the use and implications of nanotechnology. 

 
Nanomaterials in Consumer Products (Exposure and Risk Assessment): In 2015, CPSC 
signed an MOU with DOD/Army Corps of Engineers to provide additional support for this 
activity.  DOD is developing a computer model to predict the potential health effects of 
nanomaterials. 

 
Nanomaterials in Aerosol Products: The National Institute for Occupational Safety and 
Health (“NIOSH”) and the Harvard University School of Public Health are investigating 
nanoparticles incorporated into inks and toners used in home office equipment. In 2015, 
NIOSH published two peer-reviewed articles, one on consumer exposure (Pirella et al. 2014) 
and one on health effects in vitro (Sisler et al. 2014). 

 
Nanomaterials in Products and Public Health: The NSF completed an interim report on the 
results of a study on the release of nanomaterials from clothing during consumer-use 
scenarios. The study was conducted under an IAG with the NSF. In 2015, NSF submitted to 
CPSC staff an annual interim report describing the progress of the research (Manielis 2014). 
In 2012, CPSC staff signed an IAG with the U.S. EPA to evaluate the release of nanoparticles 
from wood products.  In December 2014, EPA released a report outlining this research (EPA 
2014).  In 2015, EPA submitted an article for publication in a peer-reviewed journal, which 
was subsequently published in 2016 (Platten et al. 2016). 

 
Nanosilver in Consumer (Children’s) Products: Work based on research begun in 2012 
continued. In 2012, scientists at the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (“EPA”), NIOSH, 
and Virginia Tech completed a draft report on the use of nanosilver in selected consumer 
products. Research confirmed the presence of silver nanoparticles in a wide range of 
consumer products primarily used by children.  The results of this work were published in 
peer-reviewed journals in 2014 and 2015 (Tulve et al. 2015). In 2012, CPSC staff signed an 
interagency agreement with the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (“FDA”) to identify 
releases of nanosilver and other nanomaterials from various food contact products.  In 2014, 
FDA staff published an article in a peer-reviewed journal (Ntim et al. 2015).  

 
Nursery Products Annual Update: Staff completed its report on nursery product-related injuries 
and deaths of children under age 5. The report, Injuries and Deaths Associated with Nursery 
Products Among Children Younger than Age Five, is located on the CPSC website at:

Portable Generators: Staff continued to work with the UL Task Group to address CO hazards 
posed by portable generators, and commented on the Portable Generator Manufacturers’ 
Association’s (“PGMA’s”) safety standard development at: www.cpsc.gov/Regulations-
Laws--Standards/Voluntary-Standards/Portable-Generators. Staff also continued to develop 
information to support a notice of proposed rulemaking on portable generators.  
 
Recreational Off-Highway Vehicles (“ROVs”): CPSC staff continued testing that began in 2012, 
and developed materials to support a notice of proposed rulemaking for ROVs.  Staff also made 
efforts in 2014 to address occupant protection and rollover propensity through voluntary 
standards activities. Three technical reports from 2015 about ROVs can be found at:

Residential Fire Losses:  Staff estimated the number of  unintentional consumer product-related 
fires, civilian casualties, and property losses that were assisted by the fire service between 2010 
and 2012.

Senior Hazards: CPSC partnered with the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services 
(“HHS”) on the 2015 Healthy Aging Summit to maximize CPSC’s exposure to the variety of 
stakeholders attending the conference. The Summit covered a wide range of topics related to 
aging and safety, including the science of aging, the benefits of social engagement, and the 
impact of isolation and age-friendly communities. In addition, the Summit provided a forum for 
CPSC to solicit information to help address the risks to the senior population from consumer 
products. Staff completed a report on CPSC’s participation in senior safety activities.  The report 
was posted on CPSC’s website and is available at:

Table Saws: Staff continued to work with Underwriters Laboratories in developing requirements 
to address blade contact injuries. Staff wrote a letter supporting UL’s proposed addition of an 
Active Injury Mitigation System (“AIMS”) to UL’s voluntary standard:

Window Blind Cords: On October 8, 2014, the Commission approved (5-0), a petition requesting 
a mandatory standard for corded window coverings; and on January 9, 2015, the Commission 
approved (5-0), an ANPR for corded window coverings.  Staff hosted a meeting with engineers 
from member companies of the Window Covering Manufacturers Association (“WCMA”) to 
discuss the technologies associated with window covering safety, and wrote a letter urging 
WCMA to reopen the ANSI/WCMA A100.1-2014 American National Standard for Corded 
Window Covering Products to develop revised performance requirements that will address 
comprehensively the strangulation hazard to children; see: www.cpsc.gov//Global/Regulations-

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Compliance and Enforcement 
 
 
The CPSC learns about potential product defects and risks from many sources, including incident 
reports, consumer complaints, the agency’s Hotline, and SaferProducts.gov. In addition, firms are 
required legally to report to the Commission about potential product defects, hazards, or 
violations of standards. The Commission works with companies to remove products from the 
marketplace when the products violate mandatory safety standards or have a defect which creates 
a substantial risk of injury. This section presents: 

• Voluntary recall orders taken by importers or manufacturers; 
• Letters of Advice to importers and manufacturers; and 
• Commission determinations and judicial actions. 

 
1) Voluntary Recall Orders Taken by Importers or Manufacturers: Through investigations 

of potential product defects, CPSC headquarters and field staff identify defective products not 
covered by regulations. In addition, firms, by law, are required to report potential product 
hazards or violations of standards to the Commission. When a recall is necessary, 
Compliance staff negotiates with the responsible firm. In 2015, CPSC staff completed 410 
cooperative recalls (100 percent voluntary) of products that either violated mandatory 
standards, or were defective and presented a substantial risk of injury to the public. If a firm 
refuses to recall a product voluntarily, the CPSC may file an administrative complaint 
seeking to require a recall. This section lists the voluntary recalls announced in 2015 that 
companies performed to address possible hazards. 

 
The CPSC developed the Fast-Track program to streamline the process of recalls for firms 
willing and prepared to recall their products quickly. Because every defective product could 
present a risk of injury or death, removing hazardous products from the marketplace faster 
can prevent more injuries and save lives. In 2015, 217 of the total 410 recalls were under the 
Fast-Track program. Recalls under the Fast-Track program are conducted without the need 
for time-consuming hazard analyses. In 2015, Fast-Track recalls were initiated within 20 days 
of a firm’s report to the CPSC 97.3 percent of the time. 

 
2) Letters of Advice to Importers or Manufacturers: For products regulated by the CPSC, 

the Commission issues a Letter of Advice (“LOA”) when staff identifies a violation of a 
mandatory standard. LOAs advise the company of the violation and the nature of the 
necessary corrective action (to correct future production (“CFP”); to stop sale and CFP; or to 
recall, stop sale, and CFP). This section lists the LOAs sent to importers and manufacturers in 
2015, in which the Commission received a response from the company confirming the 
violation, and the Commission decided that the company voluntarily completed corrective 
action to remedy the hazard. 
 
Commission Determinations and Judicial Actions: When companies knowingly violate 
section 19 of the CPSA,  the CPSC can seek civil penalties in U.S. courts. Examples of 
violations include, but are not limited to, failing to report potential product hazards or 
violations of standards to the Commission, as required by law; misrepresentations; selling 
recalled goods; and the unauthorized use of a certification mark. In 2015, the CPSC 
negotiated out-of-court settlements with 10 companies that voluntarily agreed to pay a total of 
$26.4  million in civil penalties to the U.S. Treasury.  
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3) Other tools used for enforcement may include: civil actions under either section 12 or section 
15, and pursuing criminal cases, where appropriate. Enforcement and litigation activities are 
listed in several tables in this section of the report. 
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1) Voluntary Recall Actions Taken by Importers or Manufacturers 
 
Headquarters and field staff identify defective products not covered by regulations through their 
investigations of potential product defects. In addition, firms are required by law to report to the 
Commission about potential product hazards or violations of standards. When a recall is 
necessary, Compliance staff negotiates with the responsible firm. In 2015, CPSC staff completed 
410 cooperative recalls (100 percent voluntary) of products that either violated mandatory 
standards or were defective and presented a substantial risk of injury to the public. If a firm 
refuses to recall a product voluntarily, the CPSC may file an administrative complaint seeking to 
require a recall. This section lists the voluntary recalls announced in 2015, which were performed 
by companies to address possible hazards.

October 2014 
Toys R Us Recalls Children’s Sandals Due to Choking Hazard 

This recall involves Koala Baby girl’s plastic sandals with butterfly wings attached to the toes 
with rhinestones and hard or soft cork-type soles. The butterfly wings on the children’s sandals 
can rip and detach, posing a choking hazard to young children. 
Women’s Scarves Recalled by Zazou Scarves Due to Burn Hazard; Violation of Federal 
Flammability Standard 

This recall involves Zazou women’s sheer 100 percent silk scarves. The scarves fail to meet the 
federal flammability standard for wearing apparel and pose a risk of burn injury to consumers. 
KYMCO Recalls ATVs Due to Burn, Fire Hazards (Recall Alert) 

The recall involves model year 2013, 2014, and 2015, KYMCO MXU 700 all-terrain vehicles 
(ATVs), including standard, LE, and Camo versions. In hot environments or high elevations, 
the fuel cap can fail to vent properly, causing the fuel to heat up and allow pressure to build up 
in the tank. The pressure can cause the fuel tank to rupture or the fuel to boil out of the tank 
onto the operator or hot engine, resulting in burns to the operator or a fire. 
PAB Two Recalls Bed Bug Heat Treatment Systems Due to Fire Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves the ThermalStrike Expedition bed bug heat treatment system. The flexible, 
electrical conducting strip at the top of the heating element can break at the corners after 
multiple setups, posing an electrical fire hazard. 
Fiskars Recalls Bypass Lopper Shears Due to Laceration Hazard; Sold Exclusively at Home 
Depot 

This recall involves Fiskars Titanium Bypass Lopper shears with model number 6954. The 
lopper handles can break when attempting to cut branches, posing a risk of serious injury and 
laceration. 
Fluid Handling Recalls Low Water Cut-Off Control Units for Hot Water or Steam Boilers Due 
to Fire and Explosion Hazards (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves McDonnell and Miller series 750 Low Water Cut-Off control units, which 
in connection with a water level sensor, are used as a primary or secondary safety control on 
hot water or steam boilers to signal the boiler to provide protection in low water conditions. 
The ground wire and probe wires could be assembled incorrectly in the units by the 
manufacturer, posing fire and explosion hazards. 
Rejuvenation Recalls Hanging Lamps Due to Risk of Injury (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Rejuvenation Haleigh Wire Dome Pendant hanging lamps sold in three 
different finishes: lacquered polished brass, oil rubbed bronze, and polished nickel. The cord 
system can fail to support the weight of the pendant, causing it to fall and pose a risk of injury.

The three-piece sling fabric café sets include two aluminum swivel chairs with medium brown-
colored stretched fabric seats and backs, a round aluminum base, and aluminum arm rests, and 
a rectangular tabletop made from porcelain tile with a natural stone look. The recalled chairs 
can break due to a missing metal washer plate, posing a fall hazard to consumers. 
Louis Garneau Recalls Aerodynamic Bicycle Helmets Due to Injury Hazard 

This recall involves Louis Garneau P-09 aerodynamic bicycle helmets with model number 
1405362. In cold temperatures, the helmet can fail to protect the wearer from impact injuries. 
Michaels Stores Recalls Folding Tables Due to Fall Hazard 

The Ashland Summer Living Vintage Wood Folding Table has a 14-inch round tabletop made 
of red medium-density fiberboard. The folding tables can collapse under excessive weight, 
posing an impact or falling hazard. 
Toys R Us Recalls Toy Toaster Sets Due to Choking Hazard 

The recall includes the Just Like Home brand toy toaster sets. The plastic toast, under pressure, 
can crack and break into small pieces, creating sharp edges and posing a choking hazard. 
American Honda Recalls Recreational Off-Highway Vehicles Due to Fire Hazard (Recall 
Alert) 

This recall involves all models of the 2014 Honda Pioneer 700 recreational off-highway vehicle 
(ROV). Vegetation and debris can accumulate on the middle skid plate and make contact with 
the vehicle’s exhaust system. Dried debris can ignite, resulting in smoke or fire. 
Briggs & Stratton Recalls Snapper Rear Engine Riding Mowers Due to Injury Hazard (Recall 
Alert) 

This recall involves six models of Briggs and Stratton Snapper Rear Engine Riding Mowers. 
Weld on drive axle can fail, resulting in loss of brake control, posing an injury hazard. 
Sanus Simplicity Television Wall Mounts Recalled by Milestone AV Technologies Due to 
Impact Hazard; Sold Exclusively at Costco 

This recall involves the Sanus Simplicity model SLF5. The nut securing the television to the 
main arm assembly can loosen, causing the attached television to become detached from the 
arm assembly, posing an impact hazard. 
Arctic Cat Recalls Single-Rider and 2UP ATVs Due To Crash Hazard 

This recall involves model year 2008 and 2009 Arctic Cat single-rider and 2 UP-style ATVs. 
Components in the front gear case can fail, posing a risk of loss of control and crash hazard. 
Meijer Recalls Halloween Projector Flashlight Due to Burn Hazard 

This recall involves a Signature Designs Halloween image projector. The flashlight can 
overheat and melt the plastic handle, posing a burn risk to the user. 
Waterway Plastics Recalls Spa Drain Suction Covers Due to Risk of Entrapment 

This recall involves Waterway Plastics Designer Pro Series suction covers with model number 
640-52XX S, printed on top of the outside edge of the plastic. The drain suction cover can 
become disengaged from the spa wall, posing an entrapment hazard to consumers. 
Cane Creek Recalls Bicycle Shocks Due to Risk of Injury 

This recall involves Cane Creek Cycling Components DBINLINE bicycle rear shock 
absorbers. The shock absorber is marked with graphics that identify incorrectly the adjustment 
directions for High Speed Rebound (HSR) damping. Following these directions will cause 
unexpected behavior by a bike’s suspension and also pose a fall hazard to a rider. 
Cost Plus World Market Recalls Modular Storage Bars Due to Injury Hazard 

The recall includes wall-mounted storage bars made of medium-density fiberboard with an oak 
wood finish that allow hanging storage accessories to be attached. When weight is applied to 
the storage bar, the screws holding the mounting plate can pull out of the bar, allowing the 
storage bar to fall, posing an injury hazard.

The three-in-one USB charging cable is used to charge iPhone4S/4G/3GS/3G, iPhone5, iPad 
mini/iPad4, and android phones. The charger can overheat while in use, posing a fire hazard. 
Visonic Recalls Amber Personal Emergency Response Pendants and Kits Due to Pendant 
Battery Failure 

This recall involves Visonic Amber Pendants MCT-212 GS LA S (315) ENR and Visonic 
Amber Kits GS LA (315) KIT2. An accelerated circuit drain of the pendant battery can result in 
a decreased battery life and shorter-than-expected “low battery” warning period, from 30 days 
down to a 9-day warning period. 
November 2014 
Folding Lounge Chairs Recalled by 4Seasons Due to Fall Hazard; Sold exclusively at Ross 
Stores 

This recall involves three colors of 4Seasons folding lounge chairs. The chair can tip or recline 
too quickly, posing a fall hazard. 
McDonald’s Recalls Hello Kitty Themed Whistles Due to Choking and Aspiration Hazards 

The recalled whistles are red and were included in a plastic Hello Kitty figurine holding a pink 
heart-shaped lollipop. Components inside of the whistle can detach, posing choking and 
aspirating hazards to young children. 
Aqua Lung Expands Recall of Buoyancy Compensators Due to Drowning Hazard 

This recall involves all Aqua Lung buoyancy compensator vests with SureLock II rubber 
handles attached to the weight pockets, including those with SureLock II handles that were 
replaced in the previous recall. The rubber handles can detach as divers are trying to remove 
the weight pockets to rise to the surface in an emergency. This poses a drowning hazard. 
Tankless Water Heaters Recalled Due to Fire Hazard; Manufactured by Daesung Celtic 
Enersys; Distributed Exclusively by Challenger Supply Holdings 

This recall involves all models of single- and dual-purpose Coaire and Quietside brand tankless 
gas water heaters. The water heaters can overheat, posing a fire hazard. 
Venmar Ventilation Expands Recall of Air Exchangers Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves air exchangers, with and without heat recovery, sold under different brands 
that are used to circulate air in and out of the home. The motor in the air exchangers can 
overheat, posing a fire hazard to consumers. 
Ventamatic Recalls Cool Draft Misting Fans Due to Risk of Fire and Electric Shock 

This recall involves Cool Draft misting, mid-pressure and high-pressure misting fans. The fan’s 
wiring is not properly grounded, posing electric shock and fire hazards. 
Black Diamond Equipment Recalls Whippet Ski Poles Due to Risk of Injury 

This recall includes Black Diamond Whippet and Whippet Carbon ski poles manufactured 
from May 2013 through January 2014. The stainless steel pick in the handgrip can break and 
fail to slow or stop users from sliding downhill on a snow or ice covered slope, posing a risk of 
injury. 
CoScentrix Expands Recall of DD Brand Candles Due to Fire Hazard; Sold Exclusively at 
Hobby Lobby 

This recall involves DD-branded candles sold in 5- and 12-ounce Mason jars, 10- and 20-ounce 
decorative jars, 13-ounce coffee tins, and 13-ounce holiday-themed jars. The candles’ high 
flame can ignite the surface of the wax, posing a fire hazard. 
Hoppe’s Recalls Semi-Auto Bore Cleaner Due to Failure to Meet Child-Resistant Closure 
Requirement 

This recall involves Hoppe’s Semi-Auto Gun Bore Cleaner. Bottles have a child-resistant cap 
that can become loose. Chemicals in this product can cause skin irritation, internal injury, or 
death, if ingested.

Small rugs are not required to meet the 
federal flammability standard; however, they are required to be permanently labeled with the 
following statement: “FLAMMABLE (FAILS U.S. DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE 
STANDARD FF 2-70): SHOULD NOT BE USED NEAR SOURCES OF IGNITION.” 
AP Specialties Recalls Power Bank Chargers 

Power Bank charger is a self-contained energy source used to charge cell phones and other 
devices when an electrical outlet is not available. When unit is being charged or is being used 
to charge another device, it can overheat, causing a fire hazard. 
Bob-Cat Recalls Zero Turn Mowers Due to Crash Hazard (Recall Alert) 

The CRZ and XRZ model riding mowers have a chassis with an adjustable10-gauge green steel 
mower deck. The steering control arm component can break under normal use, causing driver 
to lose control and crash. 
Tyco Fire Protection Recalls Simplex Fire Alarm Control Panels Due to Failure to Activate 
(Recall Alert) 

The recalled Simplex 4100ES Fire Control Panel is an addressable fire alarm control panel that 
can support up to 2,500 addressable points, fire alarm and emergency voice communications 
and peer-to-peer networking operations. A defective chip in the alarm panel can cause 
premature battery failure and prevent activation of devices during alarm conditions, posing a 
risk of injury and property damage. 
Graco Recalls 11 Models of Strollers Due to Fingertip Amputation Hazard 

Eleven models of strollers being recalled due to a child's finger getting pinched in the folding 
hinge on the stroller.  
Leatherman Recalls Children’s Multi-Tool Due to Laceration Hazard 

This recall involves the Leatherman Leap multi-purpose tool that was designed for users age 9 
and up. The lock mechanism on the optional knife blade can inadvertently release the blade, 
posing a laceration hazard. 
Goal Zero Recalls Battery Packs Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves Goal Zero’s Sherpa brand 50 and 120 rechargeable battery packs that are 
used to charge cell phones, tablets, laptops and other devices. The battery packs can 
overcharge, overheat, bulge and melt the battery pack’s enclosure, posing a fire hazard and risk 
of property damage. 
Pro Armor Recalls Doors for Polaris RZR 800 and 900 Utility Vehicles Due to Impact,

Giggles International Recalls Animated Monkey Toy Due to Burn Hazard; Sold Exclusively at

This recall involves Giggles International Animated Sing-Along Monkey toys. The battery 
compartment can reach temperatures up to 230 degrees in Fahrenheit, posing a burn hazard.

This recall involves 14 styles of Ski-Doo or Can-Am kids’ hooded sweatshirts for boys and 
girls.

CoScentrix Expands Recall of DD Brand Candles Due to Fire Hazard; Exclusively at Hobby 
Lobby 

This recall involves four types of DD-branded, single-wick candles: Mason jars in 5- and 12- 
ounce sizes, decorative jars in 10- and 20-ounce sizes, 13-ounce coffee tins, and 13-ounce jars 
with a holiday theme. The candle's high flame can ignite the surface of the wax, posing a fire 
hazard. 
Children’s Pajamas Recalled by Star Ride Kids Due to Violation of Federal Flammability 
Standard 

This recall involves Star Ride Kids girl's pajama sets. The pajamas fail to meet federal 
flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, posing a risk of burn injuries to children. 
IKEA Recalls Crib Mattresses Due to Risk of Entrapment 

This recall involves IKEA VYSSA-style crib mattresses with the following five model names: 
VACKERT, VINKA, SPELEVINK, SLÖA and SLUMMER. The crib mattresses could create 
a gap between the mattress and crib ends that is larger than allowed by federal regulations, 
posing an entrapment hazard to infants. 
NPD Furniture Recalls Dining Chairs Due to Fall Hazard 

The Abby Dining Chair has dark brown wooden legs with seat and back upholstery in either 
gray or green fabric with black or white edge piping. Chair legs can break unexpectedly, posing 
a fall hazard. 
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La-Z-Boy Recalls Control Wands Sold With Silver Luxury Lift Chairs Due to Burn Hazard 
(Recall Alert) 

The recalled control wands were sold with the La-Z-Boy Silver Luxury Lift model chairs only. 
The wand that controls the chair’s movements can overheat, posing a burn hazard. 
CR Brands Recalls Mean Green Cleaner and Degreaser Products Due to Chemical Hazard 

The recalled cleaning products came in white plastic spray bottles and white or green plastic 
containers. The products are labeled “Does not contain Ammonia.” The products may contain 
ammonia. The mislabeling of the bottles can pose a chemical hazard to consumers. If ammonia 
is mixed with bleach or other household chemicals, irritating or toxic gases could be produced. 
Hunters’ Tree Stands Recalled by Primal Vantage Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves two 2014 models of hang-on tree stands used by hunters. The cast 
aluminum platform can break, causing the user to fall to the ground and suffer serious injuries. 
Johnson Health Tech Recalls Matrix Fitness Strength Training Machines Due to Risk of Impact 
Injury, Laceration and Fall Hazards 

This recall involves five models of the Matrix Fitness series strength training machines with 
chrome frames, stacked weights, overhead pulleys, and some with black or blue vinyl seats and 
thigh supports. The handle attachment on the strength training machines can detach during use 
and hit the user with force and/or cause the user to lose balance and fall. This poses a risk of 
impact injury, laceration and fall hazards. 
Mirka Extends Recall of Compact Electric Random Orbital Sanders Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves 5-inch and 6-inch Mirka CEROS compact electric random orbital sanders. 
The sander can short circuit, posing a fire hazard. 
Vosges Haut-Chocolat Recalls Festival of Lights Gift Box Sets Due to Fire Hazard (Recall 
Alert) 

This recall involves the Festival of Lights Chanukkah Gift Box set. The plastic menorah can 
catch fire if candles are allowed to burn to the base of the menorah. 
Sunbeam Recalls Holmes Oil Filled Heaters Due to Scald Hazard 

This recall involves Holmes brand oil-filled heaters that are black or white in color. The oil-
filled heaters can spray heated oil, posing a scald hazard. 
February 2015 
Gibbs Sports Amphibians Recalls Quadski Amphibious Vehicles Due to Injury Risk 

This recall includes Gibbs’ Quadski, which is a one-seater, and Quadski XL, which is a two-
seater. The handlebar can fail while the vehicle is in operation, causing the operator to lose 
control of the steering and braking system of the vehicle, posing a risk of injury. 
Performance Packaging Recalls Children’s Food Pouch Attachment Due to Choking Hazard 

The recalled PouchPops are silicone toppers that screw onto a baby food pouch that allow 
infants to feed themselves. The tube of the pouch topper that screws onto the food pouch can 
separate from the round base, posing a choking hazard to young children. 
Children’s Pajamas and Robes Recalled by Lazy One Due to Violation of Federal Flammability 
Standard 

This recall involves 100 percent polyester Lazy One children’s sleepwear garments, including 
footed pajamas and two robes. The footed pajamas and robes fail to meet the federal 
flammability standard for children’s sleepwear, posing a burn hazard to children. 
Family Dollar Stores Recall Tough Treadz Auto Carrier Toy Sets Due to Laceration Hazard 

This recall involves a plastic toy truck with a plastic case that holds six die-cast metal toy cars 
in assorted colors. The die-cast metal cars can have sharp edges that pose a laceration hazard. 
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Lifesmart Recalls Lifepro Brand Portable Mini Space Heaters Due to Electrical Shock Hazard 

This recall is for Lifepro brand portable infrared quartz space heater, models LS-IQH-
DMICRO and LS-IQH-MICRO. The screws used to attach the back plate to the heater are too 
short and allow the back plate to detach when removing the heater from the outlet, posing an 
electrical shock hazard to the user. 
Airplane and Butterfly Push Toys Recalled by LS Import Due to Choking Hazard 

This recall involves plastic airplane and butterfly push toys. The wheels of the airplane and the 
balls at the tip of the butterfly’s antenna can detach, posing a choking hazard to young children. 
Mima Recalls Moon 3-In-1 High Chairs Due to Fall and Impact Hazard 

This recall includes Moon model 3-in-1 high chairs that adjust to a newborn, high, and junior-
size chair with a unique design, which consists of a base with two feet supporting a single post 
that holds up the seat in a clear shell. The high chair seat can loosen and dislodge, allowing the 
seat and child to fall. Additionally, the chair can fall onto a child crawling underneath the seat, 
posing an impact hazard to the child. 
Sea Gull Lighting Recalls Chandeliers Due to Injury Hazard 

This recall involves seven collections of Sea Gull Lighting chandeliers, including:  
Brandywine, Laurel Leaf, New Verona, Newport, Parkview, Roslyn and Somerton. The 
chandelier’s screw collar that holds the chandeliers to the ceiling mount can break, causing the 
chandelier to fall and injure bystanders. 
Marin Mountain Bikes Recalls Children’s Bicycles Due to Fall Hazard; Handlebars Can 
Loosen 

This recall involves Marin 2014 model MBX 50 and Tiny Trail boys and girls bicycles with 
16-inch knobby tires. The handlebars can loosen or separate during use. This can cause the 
rider to lose control and/or crash, posing the risk of injury. 
System Sensor Recalls Combination Carbon Monoxide and Smoke Detectors Due to Carbon 
Monoxide Hazard 

This recall involves System Sensor i4 series combination carbon monoxide/smoke detector 
models COSMO-2W and COSMO-4W, manufactured between 9/3/14 and 9/13/14. The 
detectors can fail to detect carbon monoxide gas in the home, posing a risk of carbon monoxide 
poisoning. 
Kidde Recalls Disposable Plastic Fire Extinguishers Due to Failure to Discharge 

This recall involves 31 models of Kidde disposable fire extinguishers with Zytel® black plastic 
valves. A faulty valve component can cause the disposable fire extinguishers to fail to 
discharge fully when the lever is repeatedly pressed and released during a fire emergency, 
posing a risk of injury. 
KTM North America Recalls KTM Brand and Husqvarna Brand Enduro Motorcycles Due to a 
Crash Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves model year 2015 KTM brand and Husqvarna brand Enduro motorcycles 
with 125cc to 300cc, 2-cycle engines and 250cc to 450cc, 4-cycle engines. The front fork 
pistons can become stuck within the fork leg and cause the operator to lose control of the 
motorcycle and crash. 
SRAM Recalls Zipp 88 Bicycle Wheel Hubs Due to Crash and Injury Hazards 

The aluminum hub shell is silver. The hub flange ring on the front hub can fail, posing a crash 
and injury hazard. 
Jackco Transnational Recalls ZETA Battery Pack Due to Fire Hazard 

The ZETA by Jackco Pocket Jump Starter - Deluxe Set contains a battery pack used to jump 
start vehicles and charge cell phones, tablets, laptops and other devices. The battery packs can 
overheat, split apart and melt the battery pack’s enclosure, posing a fire hazard. 
SCOTT Recalls Vanish Evo Bicycle Helmets Due to Head Injury Hazard 

The helmets have the brand name “SCOTT” printed on the outer shell of the helmet on the left 
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side. The bicycle helmets do not comply with the impact requirements of the CPSC safety 
standards for bicycle helmets. 
Hayneedle Recalls Fiber Optic Lighted Christmas Trees Made by East-West Basics Due to Fire 
Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves 7-foot tall artificial Christmas trees lighted by optical fibers in the 
branches. The motor that turns the color disc can overheat, posing the risk of a fire. 
Tommy Bahama Recalls Hula Girl Cocktail Shaker and Glass Sets Due to Laceration Hazard 
(Recall Alert) 

The recall includes the Tommy Bahama Hula Girl Shaker and Glass Sets sold with one glass, 
18-ounce shaker, and two 8-ounce cocktail glasses. The glass shaker can break or shatter 
unexpectedly, posing a laceration hazard. 
Pressmaster Recalls Cable Stripping Tool Due to Impact Hazard 

This recall involves the Pressmaster Xcelite professional stripping tool for round cables of all 
insulation types. The tool’s plastic end cap can fly off the product with force, either during use 
or while in storage, posing an impact hazard. 
Fanimation Recalls Brewmaster Ceiling Fans Due to Risk of Injury 

The recall includes Brewmaster belt-driven fans powered by a remote motor. The ceiling fan 
hub holding the blades can separate from the shaft when operating in reverse. If this happens, 
the fan blades and hub can fall and pose a risk of injury to bystanders. 
Kenmore Electric Ranges Recalled by Electrolux Due to Electrical Shock Hazard 

This recall involves Sears Kenmore 24-inch wide, freestanding electric ranges with model 
number 790. The heating element can fail to properly adhere to the cooktop, posing an 
electrical shock hazard to consumers. 
Safe Step Walk-In Tubs Recalled by Oliver Fiberglass Products and NuWhirl Systems Due to 
Burn Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Safe Step walk-in, hydro-massage bath tubs with heated seats. The tub’s 
heated seat can get stuck in the “on” position. If a towel or other item is covering the seat of an 
empty tub, the seat can overheat, posing a burn hazard to consumers. 
Cosco Recalls Convertible Hand Trucks Due to Injury Hazard 

This recall involves Cosco Home and Office Products 3-in-1 convertible aluminum hand 
trucks. The wheel hub can separate or break and eject pieces during inflation, posing a risk of 
injury to the consumer and bystanders. 
March 2015 
Dream on Me Recalls 2-in-1 Bassinet to Cradle Due to Fall and Suffocation Hazards 

This recall involves the 2-in-1 Bassinet to Cradle, sold in pink, blue, green, and white. The wire 
supports on the sides of the bassinet can disconnect, causing the fabric sides to lower; posing a 
risk that infants can fall out or become entrapped and suffocate. 
Flow Sports Inc. Recalls Snowboard Bindings Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves Flow 2014 Flite-series snowboard bindings with model names: Flite, 
Haylo, Micron Youth, Flite LTD and Flite MTN. A pin can disengage and cause the binding to 
open, posing a fall hazard. 
Children’s Pajamas Recalled by KTM North America for Violation of Federal Flammability 
Standard 

This recall involves children’s onesies and two-piece KTM motocross pajamas. The pajamas 
fail to meet federal flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, posing a risk of burn 
injuries to children. 
Dirt Devil Recalls Hand Vac Turbo Tool Accessory Due to Laceration Hazard 

The recalled Dirt Devil Turbo Tool attachment was sold as a vacuum accessory with the corded 
Dirt Devil Scorpion Turbo Quick Flip Hand Vac. The interior fan of the Turbo Tool accessory 
can break and eject from the tool housing, posing a laceration hazard to the user or bystanders. 
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Melville Direct Recalls Aquarium Motion Lamps Due to Fire Hazard; Sold Exclusively by Bits 
& Pieces (Recall Alert) 

The Aquarium Lamp simulates a tropical coral reef. The lamp can overheat and spark when 
plugged in, posing a fire hazard. 
Rapala Recalls StrikeMaster Ice Augers Due To Injury Hazard 

The Lithium Lazer™ ice auger is used by ice fishermen to cut circular holes into ice to access 
the water and fish below. The trigger switch on the auger could fail, and the unit will not turn 
off, posing an injury hazard. 
efco Expands Recall of Gas Trimmers Due to Fire Hazard 

The trimmers are used in residential and professional applications for cutting grass and light 
brush. The muffler on the engine can break during use and pose a fire hazard. 
Children’s Pajamas Recalled by K.J. Sportswear California Due to Violation of Federal 
Flammability Standard 

This recall involves children’s one-piece and two-piece Thor pajama sets. The pajamas fail to 
meet federal flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, posing a risk of burn injury to 
children. 
Kid’s Korner Children’s Zipper Hooded Sweatshirts Recalled by Kroger Due to Choking 
Hazard 

This recall involves Kids Korner brand boy’s, girl’s and toddler’s cotton/poly blend fleece 
zipper hooded sweatshirts with a front zipper, two front pockets and knit ribbing around the 
wrists and waist. The sweatshirt zipper pull can detach, posing a choking hazard to young 
children. 
SCARPA North America Recalls Ski Boots with Tronic System Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves the men’s and women’s SCARPA F1 EVO ski boots with the Tronic 
system component. The Tronic system, can switch unexpectedly from ski mode to walk mode, 
not allowing the boot to release from the binding, posing a fall or injury hazard. 
Urban Outfitters Recalls Teacups Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves four styles of “Cheeky” six-ounce ceramic teacups. The tea cups are 
mislabeled as microwave safe. If microwaved, the gold paint accents on the teacups can spark, 
posing a fire hazard. 
Levels of Discovery Recalls Airplane Rocker Due to Choking Hazard (Recall Alert) 

The Levels of Discovery Fly Boy Airplane Rockers are wooden children’s rocking chairs. The 
red wooden knobs on the rocker’s steering panel console can detach, posing a small parts 
choking hazard to young children. 
Westinghouse Lighting Recalls Glass Shade Holders Due to Risk of Electrical Shock; Sold at 
Home Depot Stores 

This recall involves Westinghouse Lighting brand 3-¼-inch round glass shade holders. The pull 
chain switch on the glass shade holder is wired incorrectly, posing a shock hazard to the 
consumer. 
Youth Loungewear Pants Recalled by M&M’S World Store Due to Violation of Federal 
Flammability Standard 

This recall involves youth loungewear pants. The youth loungewear pants fail to meet federal 
flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, posing a risk of burn injury to children. 
CreaMiser Refrigerated Creamer Dispensers Recalled by WhiteWave Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves CreaMiser refrigerated coffee creamer dispensers for commercial use with 
model numbers 200, 210 and 400, digital thermometers and certain serial numbers. A relay 
inside the creamer dispensers can overheat, posing a fire hazard. 
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Child’s Catastrophic Brain Injury Prompts Recall of Residential Elevators Sold Exclusively by 
Coastal Carolina Elevators Due to Crushing Hazard 

This recall involves Elmira Hydraulic residential elevators. The elevator can operate while the 
gate door is open, posing a crushing hazard. 
Spinrite Recalls Bernat Tizzy Yarn Due to Entanglement Hazard 

The recall includes all 11 colors of Bernat brand Tizzy Yarn. In finished knit or crochet items, 
the yarn can unravel or snag and form a loop, posing an entanglement hazard to young 
children. 
Linon Home Décor Products Recalls Foldable Wood Patio Chairs Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves foldable outdoor patio chairs sold individually, and as a table and two chair 
bistro set. The chair can tip over unexpectedly when a consumer sits on the edge of the seat, 
posing a fall hazard. 
Specialized Bicycle Components Recalls Aerobars Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves carbon and alloy aerobars sold individually and with model years 2012 
through 2015 Specialized Shiv bicycles and model year 2013 Specialized Transition Apex 
bicycles. The bolt used to affix the aerobars to the bicycle can loosen, posing a fall hazard to 
the rider. 
Lands’ End Recalls Children’s Pajamas and Robes Due to Violation of Federal Flammability 
Standard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves 25 styles of boys, girls and toddler sleep sets, sleepers, pants, nightgowns 
and robes sold in 100 percent polyester fleece or knit. The pajamas and robes fail to meet 
federal flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, posing a risk of burn injuries to 
children. 
Bauer Hockey Recalls Hockey Goalie Masks and Replacement Wires Due to Facial Impact or 
Laceration Hazard 

This recall involves cages on the Concept C1 Goal Mask with Certified Titanium Oval Wire 
and the NME 10 Goal Mask with Certified Titanium Oval Wire, and the RP NME Ti Titanium 
Replacement Cage. The metal wires on the cages can break, posing a facial impact or laceration 
hazard. 
Giant Factories Recalls Water Heaters Due to Risk of Fire, Explosion 

This recall involves atmospherically vented propane and natural gas water heaters in 30-, 40-, 
50- and 60-gallon capacities. On units with a space between the bottom of the water tank and 
the combustion chamber, the flame arrestor or flame arrestor plate can fail, posing a risk of fire 
or explosion if flammable liquids or gases are nearby. 
Blinds To Go Recalls Window Shades Due to Strangulation Hazard 

The recalled custom-made shades have a hold-down device for the cord that is a clear, P-
shaped plastic hook. The shade’s chain or cord loop can slip out of the hold-down device, 
posing a strangulation hazard for small children.

Stokke Recalls Trailz Strollers Due to Fall Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Stokke Trailz strollers with the chassis and seat sold between November 
2014 and December 2014. The stroller handle can break while in use, posing a fall hazard to 
the infant. 
Children’s Pajamas Recalled by Smooth Industries Due to Violation of Federal Flammability 
Standard 

This recall involves children’s one- and two-piece Smooth Industries pajama sets. The pajamas 
fail to meet federal flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, posing a risk of burn 
injuries to children. 
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Dimension Industries Recalls Outdoor Patio Set Rockers Due to Fall Hazard: Sold Exclusively 
at Home Depot 

This recall involves Home Depot’s Hampton Bay-branded Niles Park Collection patio sets. The 
patio sets’ rocking chairs can break during normal use, posing a fall hazard to consumers. 
San Pedro Manufacturing Recalls Renovated Mattresses and Foundations Due to Fire Hazard 

The rebuilt mattresses and mattresses with foundations come in twin, full, queen and king sizes. 
The mattresses and foundations fail to meet the mandatory federal open-flame standard, posing 
a fire hazard. 
Yamaha Recalls Viking VI Side x Side Vehicles Due to Crash Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves 2015 model YXC700DF (Viking VI), YXC700DHFH (Viking VI Hunter), 
YXC700PF (Viking VI EPS) and YXC700PHFH (Viking VI EPS Hunter) side x side vehicles. 
The rear wheels can loosen and cause the rear end of the vehicle to wobble or the rear wheels to 
come off and cause the vehicle to crash, resulting in injury or death hazard. 
Cycle Gear Recalls Semi Truck and Motorcycle Toys Due to Excessive Lead Levels (Recall 
Alert) 

This recall involves plastic Wheelies semi-truck with six motorcycles toy and Wheelies push-
along motorcycle toys. The toys contain excessive levels of lead, which is a violation of the 
federal standard for lead content. 
Husky Vertical Bike Hooks Recalled by Waterloo Industries Due to Risk of Injury; Sold 
Exclusively at Home Depot 

This recall involves Husky® Securelock™ vertical bike hooks used with a Husky Trackwall 
garage storage system. The mounted bike hooks can detach unexpectedly, allowing the bike to 
fall. This poses a risk of injury to bystanders. 
Civia Cycles Recalls Hyland Bicycles, Aluminum Civia Fenders Due to Crash Hazard 

This recall includes all Civia aluminum fenders sold separately as aftermarket sets and all Civia 
Hyland bicycles sold with the fenders as original equipment. The fender mounting bracket can 
break or bend, posing a fall hazard to the rider. 
Gena Accessories Recalls Women’s Scarves Due to Burn Hazard, Violation of Federal 
Flammability Standard 

This recall involves Gena Accessories women’s silk scarves. The scarves fail to meet the 
federal flammability standard for wearing apparel and pose a burn hazard to consumers. 
Goochie Goo Garbs Recalls Children’s Sensory Grab Garb Blankets Due to Laceration Hazard 

The Sensory Grab Garb blanket is a 6-inch square of soft fabric with crinkle paper inside and 
ribbon tags in the middle of each of the four sides. Wire-edged ribbon used in the blanket’s 
ribbon tags can become exposed, posing a laceration hazard to children. 
Homelite Recalls Electric Blower Vacuums Due to Fire and Burn Hazards 

This recall involves Homelite 12-amp electric blower vacuums with model numbers UT42120, 
UT42120A and UT42121. The blower vacuum can overheat, spark and catch fire, posing fire 
and burn hazards. 
OWT Industries Recalls Electric Blower Vacuums Due to Fire and Burn Hazards; Sold 
Exclusively at Walmart 

This recall involves Expert Gardener 12-amp electric blower vacuums with model numbers 
20254EG, 20254EGA, 20254EGB, 20254EGBC, 20254EGC and 21254EG. The blower 
vacuum can overheat, spark and catch fire, posing fire and burn hazards. 
Toro Recalls Recycler Mowers Due to Injury Hazard (Recall Alert) 

The 2015 22-inch walk-behind power mower has a red base on four wheels, a black motor and 
handle, and a white bag attached for catching the clippings. Mowers were assembled with an 
incorrect blade driver and blade combination, which can cause the blade to break, resulting in 
an injury hazard.

Gorsuch Recalls ERTLRENZ Ski Boot Heat Liners Due to Fire Hazard 

The ERTLRENZ Trim Heat and Foam Heat are handmade, customized, black inner heat liners 
for ski boots. Liner can overheat when charging, posing a fire hazard. 
Hair Dryers Recalled by AG Hair Due to Electrocution Hazard 

This recall involves Sweet Heat handheld hair dryers. The hair dryers do not have an 
immersion protection device, which guards against electrocution or shock if the dryer is 
immersed in water. 
Trek Recalls Bicycles Equipped with Front Disc Brakes to Replace Quick Release Lever Due 
to Crash Hazard 

This recall involves all models of Trek bicycles from model years 2000 through 2015 equipped 
with front disc brakes and a black or silver quick-release lever on the front wheel hub that 
opens far enough to contact the disc brake (see Figures 1 and 2). An open, quick-release lever 
on the bicycle’s front wheel hub can come into contact with the front disc brake assembly, 
causing the front wheel to come to a sudden stop or separate from the bicycle, posing a risk of 
injury to the rider. 
Lenovo Expands Recall of Battery Packs for ThinkPad Notebook Computers Due to Fire 
Hazard 

This recall involves Lenovo battery packs sold with the following ThinkPad notebook 
computers: the Edge 11, 13, 14, 15, 120, 125, 320, 325, 420, 425, 430, 520, 525 and 530 series; 
the L412, L420/421, L512 and L520 series; the T410, T420, T510 and T520 series; the W510 
and W520 series; and the X100e, X120e, X121e, X130e, X200, X200s, X201, X201s, X220 
and X220t series. The battery packs can overheat, posing a fire hazard. 
J. Crew Expands Recall of Baby Coveralls Due to Choking Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves J. Crew baby coveralls. Snaps on the coveralls can detach, posing a 
choking hazard to young children. 
Shark Vacuum Cleaners Recalled by Euro-Pro Due to Shock Hazard 

This recall involves four models of Shark® brand Rotator® Powered Lift-Away® series 
upright vacuum cleaners. The aluminum wand can disconnect from the vacuum cleaner’s 
handle and remain energized with electricity, posing a risk of electric shock. 
Roberta Roller Rabbit Recalls Children’s Pajama Sets Due to Violation of Federal 
Flammability Standard 

This recall involves children’s pajamas from Roberta Roller Rabbit by Roberta Freyman. The 
children’s pajama sets fail to meet federal flammability standards for children’s sleepwear, 
posing a risk of burn injury to children. 
Whistler Recalls Jump&Go Portable Jumpstart and Power Supply Units Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves Jump&Go Portable Jumpstart & Power Supply 12V power supplies, with 
model numbers starting with WJS-3000. The jumpstart’s lithium battery can overheat and 
cause the units to melt, catch fire and ignite nearby items, posing a fire hazard to consumers. 
Pedego Recalls Electric Bicycle Batteries Due To Fire Hazard 

This recall involves 36-volt and 48-volt lithium ion rechargeable batteries sold separately and 
as original equipment with Pedego electric bikes. The batteries can overheat, posing a fire 
hazard. 
Branded LLC Recalls Kaleidoscope Toy Due to Choking, Laceration Hazards; Offered 
Exclusively at H-E-B Stores in Texas 

This recall involves H-E-Buddy kaleidoscopes. The end caps of the kaleidoscope can be 
removed and expose small parts that can come loose and pose a choking hazard to small 
children and internal components that pose a risk of laceration. 
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May 2015 
Felt Bicycles Recalls Cruiser Bicycles Due to Crash Hazard 

This recall involves beach cruiser-style Felt Deep Six and El Guapo model bicycles with one 
speed and coaster brakes. The bicycle’s brakes can fail, posing a crash hazard. 
IKEA Expands Recall of Crib Mattresses Due to Risk of Entrapment 

This recall involves IKEA SULTAN and VYSSA crib mattresses with the following model 
names: SULTAN BLUNDA, SULTAN DRÖMMA, SULTAN SNARKA, SULTAN SUSSA, 
VYSSA VACKERT, VYSSA VINKA, VYSSA SPELEVINK, VYSSA SLÖA and VYSSA 
SLUMMER. The crib mattresses could create a gap between the mattress and crib ends that is 
larger than the gap allowed by federal regulations, posing an entrapment hazard to infants. 
Power Reclining Furniture Recalled by Franklin Due to Fire Hazard; Power Switch Can Fail 

This recall involves power reclining furniture with rectangular power switches. The switch 
used to operate the reclining function can overheat, posing a fire hazard to consumers. 
Snow Peak Recalls Japanese Axe Due to Laceration and Impact Hazards 

The recalled Japanese Axe M has item number R-061 printed on the back page of the included 
manual. The handle of the axe can crack, allowing the axe head to come loose, posing a 
laceration or impact hazard to the user or bystanders. 
Baby’s Dream Recalls Cribs and Furniture Due to Violation of Lead Paint Standard 

This recall involves Baby’s Dream full-size cribs, furniture and accessories sold in a vintage 
grey paint finish under the Brie, Braxton, Heritage, Everything Nice and Legendary collections. 
The vintage grey paint on the cribs, furniture, and accessories exceeds federal lead limits. If 
ingested, lead can cause adverse health effects. 
Avalanche Rescue Snow Shovels Recalled by Mountain Safety Research Due to Risk of 
Failure During Emergency Rescues (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Mountain Safety Research Operator™ T, Operator™ D,  and Responder™ 
avalanche rescue snow shovels. The lower lock button on the avalanche snow shovel’s shaft 
can fail to secure the blade, causing the shovel’s shaft and blade to come apart and render the 
shovel unable to be used as intended to rescue avalanche victims. 
Cost Plus World Market Recalls Twist Swivel Stools Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves twist swivel stools with a light brown-finish wood seat and base with four 
black metal legs. The weld joint attaching the stool seat to the center post can break, posing a 
fall hazard. 
IKEA Recalls Pressure-Mounted Safety Gates Due to Fall Hazard 

These safety gates are white, made of steel and plastic, and measure about 29 inches high with 
an adjustable width from about 29 inches to 34 inches. The friction between the wall and the 
pressure-mounted safety gate is insufficient to hold the gate in its intended position, posing a 
fall hazard. In addition, the lower metal bar can be a tripping hazard. 
La-Z-Boy Recalls Wall Saver Power Reclining Furniture Due to Fall Hazard (Recall Alert) 

The recalled power reclining furniture involves three series of the PowerReclineXRw: P16, 32P 
and 39P. When reclined, the furniture can tip forward if the consumer exits without bringing 
the chair to an upright position, posing a fall hazard. 
Schylling Recalls Police Press and Go Toy Vehicles Due to Choking Hazard 

This recall involves the Police Press & Go toy vehicles. The hat can detach from the 
policeman’s head and pose a choking hazard to young children. 
TenPoint Crossbow Technologies Recalls to Repair Crossbows Due to Injury Hazard 

This recall involves nine models of two brands of crossbows that can be identified by their 
serial numbers, which are located on the left side of the barrel of the crossbow below the 
trigger box. After the safety has been re-engaged, the crossbows can fire under certain 
circumstances if a consumer pulls the trigger, posing an injury hazard.

Precision Trading Recalls Espresso Makers Due to Risk of Burns 

This recall involves Precision Trading Corp. espresso makers. The filler cap at the top of the 
unit can crack and allow steam to escape, posing a risk of burns to the user. In addition, the cap 
can pop off unexpectedly as a result of pressure buildup, posing a risk of injury to a bystander. 
Kaldi’s Coffee Roasting Recalls Cup Sleeves Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves Kaldi’s Coffee disposable paper cup sleeves used with 12- and 16-ounce 
paper cups. The cup sleeve can ignite if used in a microwave, posing a fire hazard. 
Rocky Brands Recalls Rocky Rubber Snake Boots Due to Failure of Snake Guard 

The recalled boots are 16-inch tall rubber hunting boots sold under the Rocky brand name. The 
boots’ snake guard can fail to protect the wearer’s feet from a snake bite. 
Electrolux Recalls Kenmore Elite Ranges Due to Fire and Burn Hazards; Sold Exclusively at 
Sears 

This recall involves Sears Kenmore stainless steel, slide-in ranges with gas cooktops and 
electric ovens. The burner flame can go out while the gas is turned on. This can allow gas to 
escape and poses fire and burn hazards. 
Hewitt Recalls Marine Winches Due to Injury Hazard 

This recall includes Hewitt Machine & Manufacturing winches with model number 1501, 2001 
and 2501 printed on the front label of the product. The top and bottom roller chains in the 
winch can break, causing the winch and marine lift to fail. This can pose an injury hazard to the 
user or bystander. 
Kenmore Elite Ranges Recalled by Electrolux Due to Laceration Hazard; Sold Exclusively at 
Sears 

This recall involves Sears Kenmore Elite stainless steel slide-in gas, electric and dual-fuel 
ranges. The stainless steel trim below the range control panel can have a sharp edge, posing a 
laceration hazard to consumers. 
Valor Athletics Recalls Olympic Weight Bench due to Injury Hazard 

This recall involves Valor Fitness BF-38 Flat/Incline/Decline Olympic Benches. The weld 
joining the front leg to the main frame can break, posing an injury hazard to the user. 
OXO Recalls Nest Booster Seats Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves the Nest Booster Seat sold in green (model 6367200), pink (model 
6367300), taupe (model 6367500), and orange (model 6367400) with a white base. The 
stitching on the restraint straps can loosen, which allows the straps to separate from the seat, 
posing a fall hazard to children. 
Viking Range Recalls Gas Ranges Due to Burn Hazard 

This recall involves Viking Range freestanding gas ranges sold in stainless steel, black, white 
and 21 different colors and finishes. The ranges’ ovens can turn on by themselves, posing a 
burn hazard to consumers. 
Vivint Recalls Remotec Dimming Switch Modules Due to Shock Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Vivint’s Remotec plug-in dimming and on/off switch module, model ZDS-
100US. The module wiring is installed incorrectly, posing a shock hazard to consumers. 
BRP Recalls Youth Model Can-Am All-Terrain Vehicles Due to Violation of the Federal ATV 
Standard 

This recall is for model years 2008 through 2015, Can-Am Mini DS ATVs. The youth ATVs 
fail to meet performance requirements of the federal ATV standard for maximum unrestricted 
speed and parking brakes, posing a crash hazard. 
Gerber Recalls Cohort Knives Due to Laceration Hazard 

The Cohort is an open-frame folding clip knife with a black or dark gray anodized aluminum 
handle. The locking mechanism can fail to hold the blade, posing a laceration hazard. 
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Cycling Sports Group Recalls GT Fury Mountain Bicycles Due to Crash, Injury Hazards 

This recall involves all 2015 model year GT Fury Elite and GT Fury Expert downhill mountain 
bicycles. The front wheel hub can break and cause the disc brake system to fail, posing crash 
and injury hazards to the consumer. 
Great States Recalls Earthwise Cordless Electric Lawn Mowers Due to Injury Hazard 

This recall involves Earthwise cordless electric push lawn mowers with a 17-inch mowing 
deck. The mower can start when the key is not in the starting position, posing an injury hazard 
to the user. 
Nantucket Distributing Recalls Mason Jar Night Light Due to Burn Hazard 

The night light features a glass mason jar enclosing the 7-watt incandescent light bulb. The 
plastic around the base of the light bulb can melt, posing a burn hazard.

A.O. Smith Recalls John Wood Brand Oil-Fired Water Heaters Due to Fire and Burn Hazards 

This recall involves John Wood brand 50 and 70 gallon oil-fired water heaters. The water 
heater’s combustion chamber can be misaligned and heat the exterior walls of the water heater 
instead of the water. Combustible material near the outside of the water heater can catch fire, 
posing fire and burn hazards. 
ORTOVOX Recalls Avalanche Transceiver Due to Loss of Emergency Communications 
Capability 

The ORTOVOX S1+ transceiver is used as a beacon to locate an individual in the event of 
avalanche burial. The S1+ hardware can fail, resulting in an inability to transmit a discoverable 
signal during an emergency situation, even as the unit appears to be powered on and 
functioning properly. 
Apple Recalls Beats Pill XL Portable Wireless Speakers Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves all Beats Pill XL portable, wireless speakers. The battery can overheat, 
posing a fire hazard. 
Cree Recalls LED T8 Lamps Due to Burn Hazard 

This recall involves Cree LED T8 lamps used indoors to replace traditional two pin T8 
fluorescent tubes. Electrical arcing may cause the lamp to overheat and melt, posing a burn 
hazard. 
Big Lots Recalls Hanging Chairs Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves egg-shaped hanging chairs that are made from brown plastic wicker pattern 
mesh and have red seat cushions. The hanging chairs can tip over when they face sideways and 
swing beyond the base, posing a fall hazard. 
Bariatric Fusion Recalls Bags of Soft Chews Iron With Vitamin C Due To Failure to Meet 
Child-Resistant Closure Requirement (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves all 60-count bags of cherry flavor Soft Chews Iron with Vitamin C dietary 
supplements. The packaging is not child-resistant and senior friendly as required by the Poison 
Prevention Packaging Act. The chews inside the package contain iron, which can cause serious 
injury or death to young children if multiple chews are ingested.

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Monogram Beverage Mugs Recalled by Tri-Vista Designs Due to Fire Hazard; Sold 
Exclusively at Kirklands 

This recall involves 16-ounce white ceramic beverage mugs with metallic gold accents. If used 
in the microwave, the metallic mugs can spark, posing a fire hazard. 
Ramart Recalls Swing Chairs Due to Fall Hazard; Sold Exclusively at HomeGoods Stores 

This recall involves green, apple-shaped swing chairs and brown, teardrop-shaped swing 
chairs. The swing chairs can tip over, posing a fall hazard to consumers. 
Walgreens Vitamins Recalled by International Vitamin Due to Failure to Meet Child-Resistant 
Closure Requirement 

This recall involves “Well at Walgreens” Multivitamin Women 50+ tablets. The packaging is 
not child-resistant and senior friendly as required by the Poison Prevention Packaging Act. The 
multivitamin supplement tablets inside the bottle contain iron, which can cause serious injury 
or death to young children if multiple tablets are ingested at once. 
Bunnies by the Bay Recalls Pull Toys Due to Choking Hazard 

Bud, an 8-inch high soft brown puppy with a blue and white pull cord, stands on red wooden 
wheels with blue hub caps. Hub caps on the wheels can break or come off the wheel, posing a 
choking hazard for young children. 
Coulter Ventures Recalls MobilityWOD Door Anchors Due to Injury Hazard; Sold Exclusively 
at Rogue Fitness (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves the Rogue Fitness MobilityWOD Door Anchor. The nylon strap can pull 
out from the plastic anchor, causing the user to lose balance and fall or the attached hardware to 
recoil and strike the user, posing an injury hazard. 
Colnago Recalls Bicycles and Frame Kits Due to Crash Hazard 

This recall involves all Colnago CF10 and Colnago V1-r racing bicycles and bicycle frame kits 
that fit 28-inch wheels. The front brakes can detach from fork during use, posing a crash 
hazard. 
Top Fin Plastic Aquarium Heaters Recalled by PetSmart Due to Electrical Shock Hazard

Tops with Elastic Draw Cords Recalled by lululemon athletica Due to Injury Hazard 

The recalled tops have an elastic draw cord with hard metal or plastic tips in the hood or around 
the neck area. When the elastic draw cord with a hard tip in the hood or around the neck area is 
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pulled or caught on something and released, it can snap back, strike the face area and result in 
injury. 
E-Z-GO Recalls Gas-Powered Golf, Shuttle and Utility Vehicles Due to Fire Hazard

The front wheel 
hubs on the golf cars and PTVs can crack, causing the front wheels to detach, posing a crash 
hazard that could result in injury or death to the user or bystander. 
Yamaha Recalls SRViper Snowmobiles Due to Injury, Death Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves the 2015 SRViper L-TX (Model name SR10LSFO) and the 2015 SRViper 
M-TX 162 LE (Model name SR10M62LFO) snowmobiles. The brake line and its components 
can come in contact with the clutch causing the brakes to fail, posing a risk of injury or death.

The Primula® Borosilicate two-quart clear glass round kettle has no markings or etchings on 
the glass. The bottom portion of glass vessel can break when heated, and the contents can spill, 
posing laceration and burn hazards. 
Hearth & Home Technologies Recalls Gas Fireplaces Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves Heat-N-Glo® and Heatilator® Corner Unit Series indoor gas fireplaces. 
The back of the firebox can bow out, posing a fire hazard. 
Hearth & Home Technologies Recalls Pellet Stoves and Inserts Due to Laceration Hazard 

This recall involves Quadra-Fire® Mt. pellet stoves and inserts. Fuel can back up, creating 
unstable combustion and a pressure build up inside the firebox and glass can break, posing a 
laceration hazard. 
Ӧhlins Front Forks for Motocross Bikes Recalled by Ӧhlins USA Due to Crash Hazard (Recall 
Alert) 

This recall involves Ӧhlins  RXF 48 mm front bike forks for motocross bikes. The front fork 
can break or detach, posing a crash hazard. 
Jake's Fireworks Recalls YoYo Sparklers Due to Burn Hazard 

This recall involves Yo Yo Sparklers. The sparklers burn faster and with a larger flame than 
normal and can burn down the stick towards users' hands, posing a burn hazard. 
JetForce Avalanche Airbag Packs Recalled by Black Diamond Due to Risk of Injury 

This recall involves all first-generation JetForce Black Diamond, Pieps and POC model airbag 
packs manufactured by Black Diamond between October 2, 2014 and March 3, 2015. The 
motor can malfunction and prevent the airbag from deploying, increasing the risk of injury or 
death in the event of a snow avalanche. 
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Avon Recalls Nut Chopper Due to Risk of Injury

This recall involves Specialized Body Geometry Pedal Axle Extenders that are used to extend 
the outward reach of the pedals. The Pedal Axle Extenders can break, and the rider can lose 
control, posing a fall hazard. 
Olympus Recalls Digital Point-And-Shoot Camera Due to Shock Hazard; Sold Exclusively at 
HHGregg Appliance 

The recall involves the Olympus VG-170 Digital Point-and-Shoot Camera. An improperly 
installed part can touch the camera’s circuit board, posing an electric shock risk to the user. 
Reliance Worldwide Recalls Cash Acme Heatguard Temperature Actuated Flow Reducing 
(TAFR) Devices Due to Scald Hazard 

This recall involves Cash Acme Heatguard® brand Temperature Actuated Flow-Reducing 
(TAFR) devices. The thermal element in the TAFR can fail to operate, causing the users to 
come into contact with hot water. This poses a risk of scalding injury. 
EKO Recalls Motion Sensor Trash Cans Sold Exclusively at Costco Due to Laceration Hazard 
(Recall Alert) 

This recall involves EKO Sensible Eco Living motion-sensor trash cans. The black plastic 
protective collar in the opening on the back of the trash receptacle can become dislodged and 
expose a sharp edge, posing a risk of laceration to the user. 
Target Recalls Circo Night Lights Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves battery-operated night lights with an AC adapter included. The battery can 
overheat and cause the night light to melt, posing a fire hazard. 
Acorn Stairlifts Recalls Motorized Stair Lifts Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves Acorn brand motorized stair lifts with the model name Acorn Superglide 
120. The stair lift’s seat post can separate from the main seat support, posing a fall hazard. 
Cost Plus World Market Recalls Ronan Bistro Chairs Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves metal Ronan Bistro chairs intended for outdoor use. The rear metal legs 
can bend unexpectedly and cause the chair to become unbalanced, posing a fall hazard to the 
user.

Hazards 

This recall involves GreenWorks 12-amp electric blower/vacs. The blower/vac’s motor can 
catch fire, posing fire and burn hazards.

This recall involves Teavana’s 64-ounce glass pitchers. The glass pitchers can break or leak, 
posing laceration and/or burn hazards to consumers if filled with hot tea.

This recall involves 2015 CRUZ and 2015 VISTA strollers and 2015 RumbleSeat. The 
strollers’ and RumbleSeats’ bumper bar poses a choking hazard when a child bites the bumper 
bar and removes a piece of the foam covering. 
Polaris Recalls Youth RZR Recreational Off-Highway Vehicles Due to Fire Hazard (Recall 
Alert) 

This recall involves Model Year 2015 Polaris Youth RZR® 170 EFI recreational off-highway 
vehicles with model number R15YAV17AA/AF and VINs between RF3YAV170FT000076 
and RF3YAV17XFT005141. The vehicle’s fuel pump retaining ring can leak, posing a fire 
hazard. 
Diamond Sports Recalls Umpire and Catcher Face Masks Due to Impact Injury Hazard 

This recall involves Diamond Sports’ umpire and catcher face masks with Diamond harnesses. 
Stitching on the face mask’s harness can fail, causing the mask to loosen or come off, posing a 
risk of impact injury. 
Kyber Outerwear Recalls Children’s Sweaters Due to Strangulation Hazard 

These animal-themed, hooded children’s sweaters are 100 percent wool when produced in 
Nepal and 50 percent wool and 50 percent acrylic when produced in Bangladesh. The sweaters 
have a drawstring around the neck area that poses a strangulation hazard to children. 
Drawstrings can become entangled or caught on playground slides, hand rails, school bus doors 
or other moving objects, posing a significant strangulation and/or entanglement hazard to 
children.

Stork Craft Recalls Crib Mattresses Due to Violation of Federal Mattress Flammability 
Standard 

This recall involves Stork Craft foam crib and crib/toddler mattresses with model numbers 
06710-100 and 06710-200 and a date of manufacture between August 2014 and January 2015. 
The crib mattresses fail to meet the mandatory federal mattress flammability standard for open 
flames, posing a fire hazard. 
NVIDIA Recalls Tablet Computers Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves NVIDIA SHIELD tablet computers with 8-inch touch screens. The 
lithium-ion battery in the tablets can overheat, posing a fire hazard.

John Deere Recalls Riding Lawn Tractors Due to Crash Hazard 

This recall involves John Deere models D110, D125, D130, D140, D155, D160 and D170 lawn 
tractors with serial numbers beginning with 1GXD. The brake arm on the lawn tractor can fail, 
posing a crash hazard that could result in serious injury or death. 
Manhattan Group Recalls Children’s Elephant Activity Toys Due to Choking Hazard 

This recall involves the My Snuggly Ellie Activity Toy. The wooden ring can break into small 
pieces, posing a choking hazard to young children. 
MZB Recalls Children’s Watches Due to Risk of Skin Irritation 

This recall involves 303 styles of “Light Up” watches that are identified by style number. The 
case-back of the watch can detach and expose the interior to water, posing a risk of skin 
irritation, redness, rashes or chemical burns. 
Disney Store Recalls Pencil Cases Due to Ingestion Hazard (Recall Alert) 

The Gadget Pencil Cases are 9-1/2 inches x 4 inches x 1 inch plastic boxes with spring-loaded 
compartments for a pencil sharpener, scissors, ruler, eraser, tape and five pencils.

When these 
two magnets are swallowed, they can link together inside a child’s intestines and result in 
serious internal injuries.

This recall involves Precious Cargo® infant one-piece garments with a three-snap bottom 
closure. The snaps on the one-piece garments can detach, posing a choking hazard to young 
children.

This recall involves boys’ knitted fleece varsity jackets in sizes 6 months through 5T. The 
metal snaps on the jackets could detach, posing a choking hazard to young children. 
Viking Range Expands Dishwasher Recall Due to Fire Hazard 

The recall includes Viking Professional, Designer and Custom Panel dishwashers manufactured 
before April 1, 2011. An electrical component in the dishwasher can overheat, posing a fire 
hazard. 
Breezer Recalls Downtown Bicycles Due to Crash Hazard; Pedals Can Come Off 

This recall involves Breezer Bicycles models Downtown 3, Downtown 3-ST, Downtown 8, 
Downtown 8-ST, Downtown EX and Downtown EX-ST. The bicycle pedal can separate from 
the spindle (axle) during use and cause the rider to lose control, posing a crash hazard. 
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Flowers By Zoe Recalls Girls Striped Hoodie and Neon Tie Dye Jacket Due to Strangulation 
Hazard 

This recall involves girls zippered striped hoodies and tie dye jackets. The hoodies and jackets 
have drawstrings around the neck area which pose a strangulation hazard to children. 
Drawstrings can become entangled or caught on playground slides, hand rails, school bus doors 
or other moving objects, posing a significant strangulation and/or entanglement hazard to 
children.

This recall includes six models of American SportWorks four wheel off-road utility vehicles. 
The throttle can fail to return to idle, causing the rider to lose control, posing a risk of injury. 
J.M. Mattress Recalls Renovated Mattresses Due to Violation of Federal Flammability 
Standard 

This recall involves renovated (rebuilt) Tight Top RB Sweet Dream mattresses sold in twin, 
full, queen and king sizes. The mattresses fail to meet the mandatory federal open-flame 
standard for mattresses, posing a fire hazard. 
American SportWorks Recalls Four-Wheel Off-Road Utility Vehicles Due to Risk of Injury 

This recall includes six models of American SportWorks Four Wheel Off-Road Utility 
Vehicles. The throttle can fail to return to idle causing the rider to lose control, posing a risk of 
injury. 
Trane and American Standard Recall Accessory Heaters Due to Fire Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Trane and American Standard brand accessory heaters, manufactured 
between November 2014 and March 2015, and installed in TAM7 and TAM8 air handlers as a 
primary or secondary heat source. Heaters installed with reverse polarity on one of the breakers 
can cause the heater to overheat, posing a fire hazard. 
IKEA Recalls Children’s Nightlight Due to Electrical Shock Hazard 

This recall affects all PATRULL night-lights. The night-light’s plastic covering can detach and 
expose electrical components, posing an electrical shock hazard. 
Rite Aid Recalls Outdoor Dining Sets Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves a six-piece outdoor patio set containing four folding chairs, a table and an 
umbrella. The chair arms and legs can bend and cause the user to fall, posing a risk of injury. 
Tvilum Recalls Chairs Sold Exclusively at Copenhagen Imports Due to Fall Hazard (Recall 
Alert) 

The chair seat and back is either black or white molded plastic with a cushion seat. The chair 
legs can break, posing a fall hazard for anyone sitting in the chair at the time. 
Merck Recalls Temodar and Temozolomide Bottles with Cracked Caps Due to Failure to Meet 
Child-Resistant Closure Requirement 

This recall to replace involves bottle caps for Temodar and Temozolomide (generic) capsules, 
an oral chemotherapy drug. The bottle cap can be cracked, which can cause the child-resistant 
closure to become ineffective to young children who can gain unintended access to the 
capsules, posing a risk of poisoning. 
Grizzly Recalls Table Saws Due to Laceration and Impact Hazards (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Grizzly 10-inch hybrid table saws with model number G0771 and serial 
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number between TS2014060001 and TS2014111244 or a date code between 06/2014 and 
11/2014. The motor pulley can come loose and hit the table saw blade, causing the blade teeth 
to break into flying metal fragments, posing a risk of laceration or impact injury to consumers. 
Madewell Recalls Women’s Sandals Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves all Madewell Sightseer sandals from the spring 2015 collection. The metal 
shank can dislodge and break through bottom of the outsole, posing a fall hazard. 
Cybex International Recalls Arm Curl Machines Due to Impact Injury Hazard (Recall Alert)  

This recall involves four models of exercise machines that allow consumers to use the 
resistance from the selected weight to perform bicep curls. The swivel handles can break off 
from the frame, causing users to hit themselves in the face or head, posing an impact injury 
hazard. 
Osram Sylvania Recalls T8 LED Tubes Due to Burn Hazard 

This recall involves SubstiTUBE IS T8 LED lamps. Lamps can overheat and melt, posing a 
burn hazard. 
Scag Power Equipment Recalls Lawn Mowers Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves two Scag Liberty-Z zero-turn lawn mowers; model SZL48-22KT with 
serial numbers K7100001 through K7102353 and model SZL52-24KT with serial numbers 
K7200001 through K7202020. The gas tank can leak, posing a fire hazard. 
CAMP USA Recalls Blade Runner Crampons Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves all Cassin Blade Runner and Blade Runner Alpine crampons. The front 
part, where the points connect to the crampons, can break, posing a fall hazard. 
CAMP USA Recalls Tour Nanotech Crampons Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall affects all Tour Nanotech Automatic and Semi-Automatic crampons. The heel bail 
which connects the ankle strap to the crampon can detach from the crampon, posing a fall 
hazard. 
Robert Bosch Tool Recalls Dremel Rotary Tool Due to Burn Hazard 

This recall involves the Dremel® MICRO™ Model 8050 Rotary Tool with date codes 407 
through 505. The tool’s circuit board can overheat and melt the tool’s enclosure.  If the tool is 
being held while overheating, it could present a risk of burn.  Additionally, some tools may lose 
their speed control changing to high speed in use, turn on by themselves, or may not turn off, 
posing a personal injury hazard. 
Trek Recalls Superfly Bicycles Due to Fall Hazard; Seatpost Can Crack and Break 

This recall involves model year 2015 Trek 9. The seatpost can crack and break, posing a fall 
hazard to the rider. 
Huffy Recalls Bicycles with Front Disc Brakes to Replace Quick Release Lever Due to Crash 
Hazard 

The recalled products are all model year 2014 Huffy TR 745 and TR-S 740 bicycles with 27.5-
inch wheels. An open quick-release lever on the bicycle’s front wheel hub can come into 
contact with the front disc brake assembly, causing the front wheel to stop suddenly or separate 
from the bicycle, posing a risk of injury to the rider. 
Tippmann Sports Recalls Paintball Markers Due to Impact Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves rental versions of Tippmann model FT-12 paintball markers. The trigger 
safety can fail and allow paintballs to fire unexpectedly, posing an impact hazard. 
September 2015 
MiWorld Accessories Recalls Plug-in Wall Chargers for iPhones Due to Fire Hazard; Sold 
Exclusively at Charlotte Russe Stores 

This recall involves wall chargers with USB cords that are used to charge the iPhone 5 and 5S. 
The chargers can overheat and catch fire while in use, posing a fire hazard. 
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Imagine Nation Books Recalls Pink Giraffe Animal Purse Due to Violation of Lead Paint 
Standard 

This recall involves the Imagine Nation Books pink Giraffe Animal Purse with brown spots. 
The red paint on the zipper contains excessive levels of lead, violating the federal lead paint 
standard. 
Sleeping Partners Recalls Moses Basket and Stand Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves the Tadpoles Baby and Kids brand Moses baskets and stands. The Moses 
basket fails to meet the federal handheld infant carrier standard, and the stand also fails to meet 
the bassinet/cradle standard. The basket can slide off of an inclined surface, and the stand can 
tip, posing a fall hazard for infants. 
Cycling Sports Group Recalls Cannondale Mountain Bicycles Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves all model year 2011 through 2015 Flash, FSi , F-4, F-5, F-29, Lexi, RZ, 
Scalpel and Trigger Cannondale mountain bicycles, with OPI stem/steering tube assemblies. 
“OPI” is printed diagonally across the stem/steering tube in black letters. The OPI 
stem/steering tube assemblies can fail, posing a risk of injury from a fall. 
Prestone Products Recalls Windshield De-Icer and Ice and Frost Shield Due to Failure to Meet 
Child Resistant Closure Requirement  

This recall involves two products: Prestone Windshield De-Icer and Prestone Ice & Frost 
Shield. The trigger spray assembly can be removed from the De-Icer and Frost Shield 
container. The product contains methanol and ethylene glycol. Children may gain access to the 
product by removing the trigger assembly, posing a risk of poisoning. 
The James Trading Group Recalls Kids Sports Hoodie Due to Strangulation Hazard 

This recall involves James Trading Group’s Croker Kids Ireland Sports Hoodie with model 
number IR6012 printed on a hang tag attached to the hoodie. The sweatshirts have a drawstring 
around the neck area, posing a strangulation hazard to children. Drawstrings can become 
entangled or caught on playground slides, hand rails, school bus doors or other moving objects, 
posing a significant strangulation and/or entanglement hazard to children. In February 1996, 
CPSC issued guidelines about drawstrings in children's upper outerwear. In 1997, those 
guidelines were incorporated into a voluntary standard. Then, in July 2011, based on the 
guidelines and voluntary standard, CPSC issued a federal regulation. CPSC's actions 
demonstrate a commitment to helping prevent children from strangling or getting entangled on 
neck and waist drawstrings in upper outerwear, such as jackets and sweatshirts. 
IKEA Recalls Crib Mattresses Due to Violation of Federal Flammability Standard 

This recall involves IKEA VYSSA SPELEVINK crib mattresses. The crib mattresses fail to 
meet the federal open-flame standard for mattresses, posing a fire hazard. 
Nestlé Waters North America Recalls Water Dispensers Due to Fire Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Nestlé 3- and 5-gallon cold and hot water dispensers. The screws holding 
the heat band in the dispensers can break or detach and cause the unit to overheat, posing a fire 
hazard. 
Rejuvenation Recalls Shaker Chairs and Bar Stools Due to Fall Hazard (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves a Shaker chair and four different Shaker bar stools. The legs and back of 
these products can break, causing the person sitting on the chair or stool to fall. 
Technical Consumer Products Recalls Connected Brand Downlights Due to Electrical Shock 
Hazard 

This recall involves Connected by TCP 5-inch and 6-inch LED Downlight retrofits for recessed 
cans. The internal wiring in the LED downlights can contact the downlight’s metal trim, posing 
a shock hazard to consumers. 
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Bosch Security Systems Recalls Wireless Smoke Alarms  Due to Failure to Alert Consumers to 
a Fire (Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Bosch’s Radion wireless round smoke alarms installed as part of Bosch 
security systems. The alarms can fail to alert consumers to a fire, posing a fire hazard. 
Cabrinha Recalls Kiteboard Control Systems Due to Risk of Injury; Trim Line Can Break 

This recall involves three TrimLite Cleat™ trim control systems for Cabrinha kiteboards, 
including the Overdrive 1X with TrimLite, the standard 1X with TrimLite, and the Chaos 1X 
with TrimLite models. The point of connection between the kiteboard’s trim line and the 
depower mainline can break and cause a loss of control, posing a risk of injury. 
Kenwood Recalls Blenders Due to Laceration Hazard 

The recalled blender is the Kenwood Blend-X PRO, BLM800. The lower blade can break 
during use, posing a laceration hazard. 
Mini Bikes Recalled by Baja Motorsports Due to Fall and Crash Hazards; Sold Exclusively at 
Tractor Supply Company 

This recall involves Baja Motorsports gas-powered mini bikes manufactured during November 
2014 and December 2014. The front fork can separate from the wheel, posing fall and crash 
hazards to riders. 
Panasonic Recalls Metal Cutter Saws Due to Laceration Hazard 

This recall involves the EY3530NQMKW 15. The lower blade guard can get stuck in the fully 
retracted position and not release automatically to cover the blade. The exposed blade poses a 
laceration hazard and risk of injury. 
Juratoys Recalls Fishing Games Due to Choking Hazard 

This recall involves two models of the Juratoys fishing game, Sardines and Starfish. The plastic 
worm at the end of the fishing pole line can separate, producing small parts that pose a choking 
hazard to children. Additionally, the small magnet inside the worm can liberate. Swallowing 
multiple magnets can result in serious internal injury. 
Touchless Kitchen Faucets Recalled by Lota Due to Fire and Burn Hazards; Sold Exclusively 
at Home Depot 

This recall involves Glacier Bay and Schӧn brand touchless kitchen faucets that allow the user 
to waive a hand in front of a sensor to start and stop the flow of water, a pull-down sprayer 
head with a white LED light, and a single handle to turn the water on and off manually. The 
battery box used to power the faucet’s sensor can short circuit, overheat and/or melt, posing fire 
and burn hazards to consumers. 
Philips Recalls Halogen Bulbs Due to Laceration and Burn Hazards 

This recall involves Philips 60W PAR 16 120V halogen bulbs manufactured from November 
2013 to March 2015. The lens of the bulb can shatter in the lamp, or the lens can fall and 
shatter, posing a laceration and burn hazard. 
Segway Recalls Off-Board Chargers for Segway Personal Transporters Due to Shock Hazard 
(Recall Alert) 

This recall involves Segway PT Off-Board Chargers, manufactured from November 2012 to 
November 2014, with part number 23288-00001. A wire inside the charger can detach and 
touch the side of the charger, posing a shock hazard. 
Bradshaw International Recalls Jumbo Roasters Due to Laceration Hazard 

This recall involves Good Cook Jumbo Roaster roasting pans. The roaster rim is finished 
incorrectly and can have sharp edges, posing a laceration hazard. 
The Land of Nod Recalls Mobiles Due to Entanglement and Strangulation Hazards 

This recall involves The Land of Nod Follow the Herd mobile. The yarn from the sheep figures 
can unravel, posing an entanglement and strangulation hazard to young children. 
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Zak Designs Recalls Water Bottles Due to Choking Hazard; Sold Exclusively at Target Stores 

The recall involves Zak Designs’ 26-ounce plastic water bottles. The inner plastic straw in the 
flip-top portion of the twist-off cap can break, posing a choking hazard. 
Bed Handles Inc. Reannounces Recall of Adult Portable Bed Handles Due to Serious 
Entrapment and Strangulation Hazards 

FIX. When attached to an adult’s bed without the use of safety retention straps, the handle can 
shift out of place, creating a dangerous gap between the bed handle and the side of the mattress. 
This poses a serious risk of entrapment, strangulation and death. 
CleggPromo Recalls CPB-100 Power Banks Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves CleggPromo CPB-100 power banks, catalog item number 625401, which 
are used to provide emergency charging for portable electronic equipment. The power bank can 
overheat, explode and catch fire. 
Fujitsu America Recalls Battery Packs for Fujitsu Notebook Computers Due to Fire Hazard 

This recall involves Fujitsu lithium ion battery packs sold or provided as replacement battery 
packs for the following Fujitsu notebook computers: Celsius H720 and LIFEBOOK E752, 
P701, P702, P770, P771, P772, S752, S762 and T580. The battery packs can overheat, posing a 
fire hazard. 
Rainbow Play Systems Recalls Plastic Yellow Trapeze Rings Due to Fall Hazard; 
Manufactured by Nylacarb 

This recall involves only the yellow plastic trapeze rings. The rings can unexpectedly crack or 
break during use, posing a fall hazard to children. 
Wishbone Design Recalls Recycled Edition Bikes Due to Injury Hazard 

The Wishbone Recycled (RE) Bikes are made from recycled black plastic materials with 12-
inch, air-filled white rubber tires. The handlebar can pinch fingers placed at the center where 
the handlebar connects to the bike frame. 
Bed Bath & Beyond Hammock Stands Recalled by Pride Family Brands Due To Fall Hazard 

The recalled hammock stand was sold under the Bed Bath & Beyond Destination Summer 
private label. Z-shaped hooks that attach the hammock to the hammock stand can bend or 
break, posing a  fall hazard. 
Chewbeads Recalls Pacifier Clips Due to Choking Hazard 

This recall involves five styles of Chewbeads Baby pacifier clip holders. The “D” ring on the 
pacifier clip can break, allowing beads to detach, posing a choking hazard. 
Madewell Expands Recall of Women’s Sandals Due to Fall Hazard 

This recall involves all sizes and colors of the Madewell Katya sandal from the spring 2015 
collection. The metal shank can dislodge and break through bottom of the outsole, posing a fall 
hazard. 
Rattan Arm Chairs Recalled by Ross Stores Due to Fall and Injury Hazard 

This recall involves Ross rattan arm chairs. The chair may tip or slide backward, posing a fall 
hazard to consumers. 
Thirteen Manufacturers, Distributors Recall Bicycles with Front Disc Brakes to Replace Quick 
Release Lever Due to Crash Hazard 

This recall involves bicycles equipped with front disc brakes and a black or silver quick-release 
(QR) lever on the front wheel hub. An open quick release lever on the bicycle’s front wheel 
hub can come into contact with the front disc brake rotor, causing the front wheel to come to a 
sudden stop or separate from the bicycle, posing a risk of injury to the rider. 
Calphalon Recalls Pizza Wheels Due to Laceration Hazard 

The pizza cutter consists of a circular metal blade that is approximately 3-½ inches in diameter, 
connected to a gray hand guard and black handle. The handle of the pizza cutter can detach 
during use, posing a laceration hazard.

The CPSC can seek civil penalties when companies knowingly fail to report to the Commission 
potential product hazards, unreasonable risks or a failure to comply with a rule, regulation, 
standard or ban, as required under section 15(b) of the CPSA, or knowingly violate any 
prohibited act in violation of section 19 of the CPSA. The Commission has the authority to 
compromise any civil penalty or file suit in federal court requesting that the U.S. Department of 
Justice seek a civil penalty or other relief. In 2015, the CPSC negotiated out-of-court settlements 
in which 10 companies voluntarily agreed to pay a total of $26.4 million in civil penalties to the 
U.S. Treasury.

The case was initiated by a complaint filed on August 6, 2012, which sought a determination that 
the small, rare earth magnets constitute a substantial product hazard and also sought mandatory 
recall remedies for consumers. An administrative hearing was held from December 1-17, 2014, 
and parties filed post hearing briefs on March 16, 2015.

and § 2071; 
Knowing sale of recalled products after a voluntary recall 
by the manufacturer, 15 U.S.C. § 2068(a)(2)(B), § 2069 
and § 2071. 
 
This matter involves a Black & Decker® Spacemaker™ 
12-Cup Programmable Under-the-Counter Coffeemaker.  
From January 2008 through April 2012, Applica/ 
Spectrum manufactured and distributed approximately 
150,000 coffeemakers, which were sold to retailers 
nationwide.  The handle of the glass carafe was defective 
and resulted in approximately 1,600 reports of carafe 
handles breaking, at least 60 reports of burn injuries and 
three reports of lacerations.  The government filed a 
complaint for civil penalties and permanent injunctive 
relief on June 17, 2015 in U.S. District Court for the 
Western District of Wisconsin.  On August 14, 2015 
Spectrum filed a motion to dismiss count IV of the 
government’s complaint alleging a reasonable likelihood 
that Spectrum will continue to violate the CPSA and 
seeking permanent injunctive relief.  The motion to

dismiss was predicated on a challenge to CPSC’s 
injunction authority.  On September 4, 2015 the 
government filed its opposition to the motion to dismiss.  
Spectrum’s filed its reply on September 14, 2015.  A 
preliminary pretrial conference call was held with the 
magistrate on September 19, 2015.  Voluntary initial 
disclosures under FRCP 26(a) were filed on September 
25, 2015.  The matter is ongoing. 

U.S. v. Michaels Stores, Inc., and Michael 
Stores Procurement Co., Inc., Civil No. 
3:15-cv-1203 (N.D. Texas)  

Issue/Statute: Knowing failure to report information 
required by section 15(b) of the CPSA 15 U.S.C. § 
2064(b), in violation of 15 U.S.C. § 2068(a)(4), § 2069 
and § 2071;  
Knowing material misrepresentation under CPSA section 
19(a)(13), 15 U.S.C. § 2068(a)(13), § 2069 and § 2071. 
 
The government filed a complaint for civil penalties and 
permanent injunctive relief on April 21, 2015.  The 
complaint charges that Michaels knowingly violated the 
reporting requirements of the CPSA with respect to glass 
vases that shattered in consumers’ hands, sometimes as 
the consumer lifted the vase from the Michaels Stores 
shelf.  As set forth in the complaint, Michaels imported 
and sold the vases, which caused serious injuries to 
consumers, including lacerations requiring stitches, 
permanent nerve damage and surgery to repair severed 
tendons.   
 
In addition to failing to notify the CPSC “immediately” 
as required by law, the government also alleges that 
when Michaels finally notified the CPSC, it did so in a 
misleading way.  On June 18, 2015, Michael’s filed a 
partial motion to dismiss the complaint based on the 
statute of limitations  The government filed its opposition 
to the motion on July 13, 2014.   Defendants filed a reply 
brief on July 27, 2015. Defendants filed a notice of 
supplemental authority on September 2, 2015. On 
September 8, 2015, the government filed a motion for 
leave to file and a response to the notice of supplemental 
authority.   The Government’s motion was granted on 
September 9, 2015 and the government filed its response 
to defendant’s notice of supplemental authority.  The 
matter is ongoing.      
  

U.S. v. Fiskars Brands, Inc., Civil No. 3:14-
cv-02061-KI (D. Oregon)   

Issue/Statute:  Knowing failure to report information 
required by section 15(b) of the CPSA in violation of 15 
U.S.C. § 2068(a)(4), § 2069 and § 2071.   
 
On December 30, 2014 the government filed a complaint 
for civil penalties and permanent injunctive relief. The 
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  Party Summary 
government alleged that Fiskars knowingly failed to 
report to CPSC immediately, as required by federal law, 
a defect and an unreasonable risk of serious injury 
involving the Gerber Gator Combo Axe.   The complaint 
described that the knife in the Gator Combo Axe handle 
could and did dislodge from the handle when the axe is 
used for chopping or hammering, posing a serious 
laceration hazard to consumers.

Issue/Statute:  Knowing failure to report information 
required by section 15(b) of the CPSA in violation of 15 
U.S.C. § 2068(a)(4), § 2069 and § 2071.   
 
On April 29, 2015, DOJ filed a complaint for civil 
penalties and permanent injunctive relief in the U.S. 
District Court for the District of Maryland.   
The government alleged that Black & Decker knowingly 
violated federal reporting requirements with respect to 
cordless electric lawnmowers that started spontaneously 
and that continued to operate after consumers released 
the lawnmower handles and removed the safety keys.     
The parties also filed a consent decree of civil penalty for 
$1.575,000.00 and permanent injunctive relief in the U.S. 
District Court for the District of Maryland.  On May 13, 
2015 the Court entered the Consent Decree.  A press

On May 5, 2015, the government filed a complaint for 
permanent injunctive relief and civil penalties against the 
defendants along with a motion for preliminary 
injunction.  The Court held a hearing on the motion for

On 
May 28, 2014, the court issued an order granting the consent motion for 
extension of time.  On July 30, 2014, the court granted a consent motion to stay 
the case for 90 days so that CPSC could produce additional documents. The 
CPSC has produced documents responsive to the FOIA on May 30, June 3 and 
27, August 6, and September 3, October 3, and October 8, 2014.  On October 
16, 2014, the court stayed the case so that plaintiff could review draft Vaughn 
indices provided by CPSC.  Plaintiff voluntarily dismissed this action on March

On December 2, 2014, Zen Magnets, LLC filed a petition for review of the 
Safety Standard for Magnet Sets (“Magnets Rule”), 16 C.F.R. Part 1240.  On 
February 11, 2015, CPSC filed a certified list of the administrative record.  On 
March 10, 2015, Zen moved to extend the time to file its opening brief until 
April 23, 2015.  On March 10, 2015, the Clerk granted the extension request 
allowing Zen until April 22, 2015 to file its opening brief.   On April 1, 2015, 
the Magnets Rule became effective.  On April 1, 2015 petitioner filed a motion 
for stay of the Magnets Rule during the pendency of review of the rule.  On the 
same day, the Court issued a temporary order staying the Magnets Rule until 
further order of the Court and ordered a response to petitioner’s stay motion to 
be filed on or before April 14, 2015.  On April 14, 2015, CPSC filed an 
opposition to the motion to stay.  On April 20, 2015, the Court of Appeals 
issued an order denying petitioner’s motion for a stay concluding that Zen had 
not satisfied the four factors governing a stay.   The Court lifted the temporary 
stay that was previously entered.   
 
Zen filed its opening brief on April 22, 2015.  CPSC filed a brief in opposition 
on June 25, 2015.   Zen filed its reply on July 20, 2015.  The government filed 
the Administrative Record on July 30, 2015.  Briefing is complete. The matter 
is ongoing.

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PUBLIC OUTREACH 
 
The Commission communicates with the public about product-related hazards through print, 
broadcast, online and social media; its Hotline; Neighborhood Safety Network and other listservs; 
partnerships and events; and other outreach activities. The Commission also meets with 
stakeholders to discuss matters related to the mission of the CPSC. This section presents 
information on many of the activities used to provide safety information to consumers, industry 
and other stakeholders in 2015 through:  

• consumer outreach;  
• dissemination of technical information; and  
• cooperation between Commission officials and stakeholders. 

1) Consumer Outreach: The CPSC alerts the public through more than 300 recall 
announcements each year, print and video news releases, social media, public service 
announcements, publications, national and local television and radio appearances, the CPSC 
Hotline, Neighborhood Safety Network, and listservs. The CPSC also communicates with the 
public through various online media, including: 

• CPSC websites www.CPSC.gov/also in Spanish, www.Recalls.gov (a joint site 
with other federal agencies),  www.PoolSafely.gov, www.SaferProducts.gov 
and www.AnchorIt.gov; 

• CPSC information centers (Fifteen centers including: cribs, CO, fireworks, in-home 
drowning, magnets, poison prevention, resale/thrift stores, window coverings); 

• OnSafety blog OnSafety.CPSC.gov; 
• recall widget (www.CPSC.gov/cgi-bin/javascripts/widgetrss.html); and 
• social media sites (Flickr, Google+, Twitter/and in Spanish, SlideShare, 

YouTube/also in Spanish) including Twitter parties. 

The number of visits to the CPSC’s website, www.CPSC.gov, has grown rapidly from about 
200,000 visits in 1997, to tens of millions of visits per year. The increase is due in part to 
CPSC’s social media initiatives, YouTube, Twitter, Flickr, the OnSafety blog, the recall 
widget and a Spanish language presence on CPSC.gov, Twitter and YouTube.  

The CPSC also alerts the public through other outreach activities, such as the Neighborhood    
Safety Network (“NSN”). This is a grassroots program that provides timely, lifesaving 
information to more than 9,000 organizations and individuals who, in turn, share CPSC safety 
posters, videos and news alerts with underserved consumers who otherwise might be unlikely 
to hear or receive information from the CPSC.  

The Hotline is a toll-free service that allows consumers to report product complaints or 
product-related injuries, learn about recalls and safety hazards, and obtain safety publications. 
In 2015, the Hotline received more than 85,000 calls; 2,539 incidents were reported; requests 
for more than 313,000 publications were fulfilled; and 6,797 e-mails were processed.  
 
The National Injury Information Clearinghouse provides data to the public in response to 
more than 500 requests each year. It also alerts manufacturers to potential hazards associated 
with their products, providing them with consumer complaints, reported incidents, and 
incident investigations involving their products.

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In December 2008, the Virginia Graeme Baker Pool and Spa Safety Act (“VGB”), which 
addresses the hazards of child drowning and drain entrapment, went into effect. Since 2010, 
the CPSC has awarded an annual contract to develop and implement a comprehensive 
information and education campaign that teaches pool and spa safety steps that stress 
prevention of drowning and entrapment by engaging stakeholders as partners at the national 
and grassroots levels. Child safety experts work on public and residential drowning 
prevention programs for parents and children, and industry organizations share VGB 
compliance information with pool and spa owners and operators. 
 

2) Dissemination of Technical Information: As part of the CPSC’s research activities and 
other support work, the Commission develops many technical reports and presentations to 
present findings and share ideas. These documents are very useful to other researchers and 
industry. The reports listed in this section were developed in 2015, and are available on the 
CPSC’s website. 

 
3) Cooperation between Commission Officials and External Stakeholders: In the course of 

the year, the Commissioners and staff at the CPSC held meetings with consumers, industry, 
and the public on matters related to the mission of the CPSC. A list of meetings of 
“substantial interest” for 2015 is provided in this report. CPSC’s Meetings Policy defines 
“substantial interest” as “any issue that is likely to be the subject of a regulatory or policy 
decision by the Commission.” The Meetings Policy requires CPSC staff and Commissioners 
to: (1) announce meetings in advance on the Public Calendar; (2) hold meetings that are open 
to the public unless certain specified exceptions apply; and (3) submit meeting summaries to 
the Office of the Secretary.

Reached Consumers on Product-Related Hazards 
In FY 2015, CPSC obtained impressions at the following levels: 
 
Import Safety 
About 1.9 billion impressions related to messages on import safety were achieved through print, 
broadcast, and online media outreach, excluding recall announcements. 
 
Fire Hazards  
About 1.1 billion impressions related to fire safety messages were achieved through newspaper 
stories, radio stories, social media outreach, TV appearances and video broadcasts, excluding 
recall announcements. 
 
Carbon Monoxide (“CO”) Hazards  
About 140 million impressions related to carbon monoxide safety messages were achieved 
through newspaper stories, radio stories, social media outreach, TV appearances and video 
broadcasts, excluding recall announcements. 
 
Children’s and Other Hazards  
About 4.9 billion impressions related to children’s product safety messages were achieved 
through newspaper stories, radio stories, social media outreach, TV appearances, and video 
broadcasts, excluding recall announcements. 
 
Product Recalls 
About 8.6 billion impressions related to CPSC announcements about recalled products 
involving imports, fire, CO, and children and other were achieved through print, broadcast and 
online media coverage. 
 
Conducted Public Information Efforts 
In FY 2015, CPSC staff conducted the following public information efforts: 
 
Back-to-School Safety: CPSC distributed CPSC’s Back-to-School safety YouTube video and the 
Back-to-School safety checklist through social media platforms, utilizing tweets and blogs, 
including the “Seven Things to Check for Back-to-School Safety” blog. CPSC staff posted 
resources to its website under the Safety Guides tab (www.CPSC.gov/Safety-Education/Safety-
Guides) that include sport and recreation safety information, such as resources for bicycle, 
helmet, and trampoline safety. Also, staff presented school safety information to school 
administrators and owners, and federal partners monthly through the National Youth and 
Consumer Safety Council (“The Safety Council”). Staff also distributed safety resources and 
hosted exhibits and conferences including the Office of Communications’ Ohio pilot outreach and 
education campaign in Columbus, Cincinnati and Cleveland, Ohio.  CPSC also provided federal, 
state, and local partners, including the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration 
(“NHTSA”), Safe Kids, and the Bicycle Helmet Institute, with school safety recall information on 
playgrounds and bicycles.

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Bicycle/Helmet Safety: CPSC staff worked with the Safety Council, NHTSA, and other state and 
local partners to disseminate bicycle and bicycle helmet safety information and recalls. Also, 
CPSC’s bicycle and bicycle helmet safety publications including “Sprocketman” comic book and 
“Which Helmet for Which Activity” were distributed to school administrators and parents’ 
associations by CPSC staff at school, daycare, and minority outreach conferences including visits 
to Cincinnati, Cleveland and Columbus Ohio Urban League, social service organizations and 
Cincinnati Children’s Hospital. CPSC staff exhibited at the Major League Baseball’s All-Star 
Fanfest with over 10,000 visitors and distributed bicycle and helmet safety resources. CPSC 
issued bicycle/helmet and bicycle accessory press releases and distributed CPSC bicycle safety 
blogs, tweets and disseminated the Back-to-School safety video to the news media. Bicycle and 
bicycle helmet safety information was also highlighted in Back-to-School and Holiday Toy safety 
blogs.   
 
CO Alarms: Throughout 2015, CPSC stressed the importance of installing CO alarms and 
replacing batteries in them annually. In connection with Daylight Saving Time, CPSC posted 
tweets and blogs urging consumers to replace batteries in their CO alarms.  In October 2014, 
CPSC collaborated with the National Fire Protection Association (“NFPA”) to launch a new CO 
safety toolkit with ready-to-use facts on CO alarms, a mini CO lesson and safety publications for 
firefighters and others. CPSC Commissioner Robert Adler announced the new toolkit at a press 
conference at a Philadelphia fire station with then-Philadelphia Mayor Michael Nutter, 
Philadelphia Fire Chief Derrick Sawyer and NFPA President Jim Pauley.  
 
CO Poster Contest: CPSC announced the winners of a carbon monoxide safety poster contest for 
middle school students in May 2015. There were 700 posters submitted to CPSC on the dangers 
of carbon monoxide. CPSC staff selected 10 winning posters. 
 
Community/Minority Campaign: In 2015, CPSC launched a new Community/Minority outreach 
campaign that targeted the state of Ohio. The goal was to educate underserved communities about 
drowning prevention, poison prevention, television and furniture tip-overs, safe sleep for babies 
and other hazards. Partnerships were developed through meetings with groups including: 
Nationwide and Cincinnati Children’s Hospitals, Injury Free Coalition, Safe Kids, public health 
departments, police/fire departments and the Ohio Commission on Minority and Latin Affairs. 
The Community Outreach Resource (“COR”) team hosted 18 face-to-face meetings, three 
community exhibits, participated in two safety events and coordinated two press events. The 
COR team also signed up 300 new NSN members, 100 new product safety partners and 
distributed baby safety resources/videos to 100 health and safety organizations. CPSC also 
collaborated with health and safety organizations including Injury Free coalition and Catholic 
Charities in Ohio, wrote an article for the Ohio Attorney General’s “Consumer Advocate” 
newsletter that was distributed to over 16,000 state organizations on the four core safety topics 
(poison prevention, drowning prevention, safe to sleep for babies, and furniture and TV tip-
overs), staff served as a child safety expert for a Child Injury Prevention Alliance Twitter chat 
with Nationwide Hospital and coordinated and hosted the World’s Largest Swimming Lesson 
with the Josh Project in Ohio. Additionally, CPSC worked with schools, Head Start and the 
Urban League in Columbus and Cincinnati and hosted “safety days” with hospitals and the Boys 
& Girls Clubs of Cincinnati.      
 
Fireworks Safety: On June 26, 2015, the CPSC launched its annual fireworks safety campaign on 
the National Mall in Washington, DC. New death and injury data showed an estimated 
10,500 consumers were injured by fireworks in 2014. An estimated 67 percent of these estimated 
injuries occurring during the 30 days surrounding July 4 in 2014. There were 11 firework-related 
fatalities reported in 2014. CPSC held a news conference on the grounds of the National Mall in 
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Washington, DC. CPSC fed a video news release (“VNR”) to stations nationwide via satellite on 
June 26 and 27, 2015. The VNR was used by television news stations nationwide and reached an 
estimated 16 million viewers. CPSC Chairman Kaye conducted a fireworks safety interview and 
demonstration with NBC’s Today Show, expanding audience reach. During the press conference, 
CPSC staff demonstrated the dangers associated with fireworks through mannequin simulations 
involving bottle rockets, sparklers, M-80’s and M-1,000’s.   
 
Halloween Hazards: Staff began its Halloween safety efforts by issuing a blog with safety tips to 
prevent Halloween and costume-related falls, fires and burn injuries in October 2014. Staff 
conducted media interviews with local and national media, including ABC News, FOX and the 
Columbus Dispatch. A poster with parent-friendly safety tips was distributed to Neighborhood 
Safety Network members and posted on CPSC.gov. Twitter messages were sent to @USCPSC 
followers, and a Halloween video PSA was highlighted on the CPSC YouTube channel.  
 
Holiday Cooking Safety: Staff held a press conference featuring a live cooking fire 
demonstration at CPSC’s National Product Testing and Evaluation Center to warn consumers 
about the dangers associated with Thanksgiving cooking fires and food safety. Speakers included 
CPSC Chairman Elliot Kaye, Deputy U.S. Fire Administrator Glenn Gaines, and USDA Deputy 
Under Secretary for Food Safety Brian Ronholm. CPSC’s media outreach received an estimated 
125 million media impressions. 
 
Holiday Decorating Safety: In December 2014, CPSC distributed a blog and launched a social 
media campaign to warn consumers about holiday decorating dangers that result in thousands of 
falls, lacerations and fires each year. CPSC released new data and tips that were picked up by 
national media, including Hearst and CNN Newsource who conducted interviews with CPSC 
representatives. 
 
Holiday Shopping/Toy Safety: CPSC, Health Canada and Profeco (Mexico) hosted the first in 
agency history tri-lateral recall and toy safety event hosted in Ottawa, Canada. CPSC coordinated 
the tri-lateral toy safety press advisory, press release, press conference and lab visit. All 
communication materials were distributed in English and Spanish. The toy safety event also 
included a tri-lateral recall announcement of six million Graco strollers and an interview with 
ABC News. Additional national coverage was received via CPSC’s satellite media tour in 
Washington, D.C. and a social media outreach. Educational outreach was conducted through a 
toy safety interview with Ivanhoe Broadcasting which reaches millions of households through 
network affiliate stations, Sirius XM radio and over a dozen radio stations. The CPSC Executive 
Director’s toy safety blog was featured on ToysRUs.com.  CPSC also utilized a toy safety 
infographic to reach consumers with toy safety information. Overall, toy safety media 
impressions included about 155 million audience reach in FY 2015. 
 
Home Heating (CO hazards):  In connection with Daylight Saving Time, CPSC posted tweets 
and a blog urging consumers to replace batteries in their CO alarms.  CPSC also issued a blog in 
January 2015 with tips to help consumers safeguard against CO poisoning with portable 
generators during winter months. 
 
Home Heating (Fire hazards): CPSC issued an OnSafety blog in December 2014 about 
protecting children from being burned by hot fireplace glass, which can reach temperatures of 
500 to 1,000 degrees Fahrenheit.  The blog promoted the new ANSI standard requiring protective 
barriers on new gas fireplaces which went into effect on Jan. 1, 2015. CPSC urged consumers 
with older fireplaces to install protective barriers in front of the glass too. CPSC also issued 
tweets on home heating safety reminders during the winter months.   
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Poison Prevention: The third week of March is designated as National Poison Prevention Week. 
Chairman Kaye collaborated with EPA Administrator Gina McCarthy on a joint blog warning of 
hidden poison dangers in and around the home. CPSC issued a news release announcing a global 
awareness campaign with more than 10 countries and the Organisation for Economic C-operation 
and Development (“OECD”). CPSC staff contributed to the Poison Prevention Week Council’s 
social media campaign, including daily themed Twitter messages and Facebook posts, using 
hashtag #PreventPoison.  
 
Portable Gas Generators: CPSC issued a blog in January 2015 with tips to help consumers 
safeguard against CO poisoning with portable generators during winter months. Staff also 
tweeted generator safety tips in response to various power outages. 
 
Tip-Overs/AnchorIt!: The Commission allocated $400,000 to the Office of Communications to 
fund a full-scale media and education campaign for AnchorIt! Although the official campaign 
launch was not until June 2015, the campaign scored the first major success with its Super Bowl 
outreach when the tip-over demo video became a YouTube hit resulting in more than 2 million 
views by the end of FY15. Television networks, blogs and major newspapers including the 
Washington Post (.com) ran the video. During fiscal year 2015, the Anchor It! campaign received 
more than 250 media stories in outlets such as the New York Times, the Washington Post, the 
Philadelphia Inquirer and the Today Show. The Anchor It! public service announcement was 
distributed nationally in June 2015 and it generated 80 million impressions worth more than $1 
million. Consumer-friendly posters and tip cards describing tip-over dangers and remedies were 
distributed to more than 75,000 consumers through daycare and community centers nationwide.  
A new website, AnchorIt.gov was launched in June 2015 and serves as a resource hub for tip-over 
prevention information. Videos, data, media stories and free resources are located on the site.   
 
SaferProducts.gov: CPSC staff promoted the use of incident data on SaferProducts.gov with the 
media. Staff also distributed SaferProducts.gov publications to targeted audiences, including first 
responders and health professionals at events.  
 
Safety Publication Update: The CPSC issued three new or revised safety alert publications, 
including 250/250S AnchorIt! poster (English and Spanish versions) (new), 251/251S Anchor It! 
tip card (English and Spanish versions) (new) and 701 Handbook for Older Consumer 
Safety (revised).  
 
Smoke Alarms: The CPSC issued blogs and tweets in fall 2014 and spring 2015, on the 
importance of working smoke alarms, testing smoke alarms monthly, and the necessity of 
replacing batteries in alarms every year. The CPSC stressed the need for smoke alarms in its live 
cooking fire demonstration and press conference at CPSC’s National Product Testing and 
Evaluation Center to warn consumers about the dangers associated with Thanksgiving holiday 
cooking. Participants included CPSC Elliot Kaye, Deputy U.S. Fire Administrator Glenn Gaines, 
and USDA Deputy Under Secretary for Food Safety Brian Ronholm. CPSC’s media outreach 
received an estimated 125 million media impressions. 
 
Window Covering Cords: CPSC staff promoted window covering safety with national 
distribution of a news release and by participating in a Twitter Chat sponsored by the Window 
Covering Safety Council. CPSC’s window covering PSA highlighting inexpensive cordless or 
inaccessible cord window coverings was featured on CPSC’s YouTube page and distributed on 
Twitter.  
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Informed the Public about Pool and Spa Safety 
In 2015, the CPSC informed the public about pool and spa safety through:  
 
Consumer Outreach: In 2015, the CPSC exceeded its goal and achieved more than 1.3 billion 
impressions by: 

• A pre-Memorial Day First Splash launch was held on May 21, 2015 at the U.S. Capitol in 
Washington, DC, where Chairman Kaye, Rep. Debbie Wasserman Schultz and local Pool 
Safely partner Laura Metro (founder of CPR Parties) held a water safety press conference. 
The event resulted in 5.4 million media impressions. In addition, Chairman Kaye and 
CPSC Communications Director Scott Wolfson participated in a six-station Radio Media 
Tour (“RMT”), which resulted in an additional 1.5 million media impressions.  

• Placed letters to the editor from Chairman Kaye in seven newspapers across the U.S. 
• Promoted the @PoolSafely Twitter handle, which was retweeted 1,702 times during 

2015. 
• Issued a pre-July 4 press statement from the Chairman and listserv message reminding 

parents to watch their children near water during the holiday weekend.  
• Continued to promote the Pool Safely Pledge for children and adults in English and 

Spanish, available in print and online. The Pledge was taken by more than 24,000 people 
during FY 2015. 

• A post-Labor Day/summer wrap up eight-station RMT on September 3 and 4, with 
participation by Scott Wolfson and Connie Harvey, Aquatics Director of the American 
Red Cross, resulted in 9.15 million media impressions. In addition, a summer wrap up 
blog post was posted on CPSC’s OnSafety blog. 

• Conducted outreach to Spanish-language media outlets, which resulted in 3.3 million 
impressions.  

• Attended 8 major industry-association events:

• Produced public service announcements (“PSA”) for TV and radio in English and 

Spanish. 
• Hosted a webinar with partner organization Children’s Safety Network (“CSN”). 

 
Public Information and Education Campaign: In 2015, the CPSC conducted the following 
information and education activities to address child drowning and entrapment: 

• A pre-Memorial Day First Splash launch was held on May 21, 2015 at the U.S. Capitol in 
Washington, D.C., where Chairman Kaye, Rep. Debbie Wasserman Schultz and local 
Pool Safely partner Laura Metro (founder of CPR Parties) held a water safety press 
conference. In addition, Chairman Kaye and CPSC Communications Director Scott 
Wolfson participated in a six-station RMT.  
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• Sponsorship of the World’s Largest Swimming Lesson in Toledo, Ohio, in conjunction 
with Pool Safely partner The Josh Project, on Thursday, June 18, 2015. CPSC 
Commissioner Adler led the event activities. Pool Safely materials were also sent to other 
locations across the country for WLSL events. 

• Working in partnership with children’s singer/song writer Laurie Berkner, CPSC debuted 
a water safety song created especially for children: the Pool Safely song. In addition to 
writing and recording the song, Laurie also produced a video featuring young children 
performing the Pool Safely song. The song was posted on the Pool Safely YouTube 
channel and on Laurie’s YouTube channel and Facebook page.  

• During Pool Safely Pledge Week July 27-31, 2015, the campaign created, planned and 
executed the Pool Safely Pledge Week Twitter chat with partner co-hosts Safe Kids 
Worldwide and Families United to Prevent Drowning; conducted targeted outreach to 
partners to further involve them in taking and sharing the Pledge; drafted and distributed 
a targeted email that included a template toolkit for partners to use and educated them 
about the activities; and distributed materials to partners participating in Pledge Week.  

• Pool Safely launched the Adventures of Splish & Splash smartphone app for both Apple 
and Android devices. Featuring the popular children’s characters Splish and Splash, the 
app replaces the outdated, online-only Flash-based game technology that had previously 
been used for this educational tool. This is the first app launched by CPSC. 

• A post-Labor Day/summer wrap up eight-station RMT on September 3 and 4, with 
participation by Scott Wolfson and Connie Harvey, Aquatics Director of the American 
Red Cross. In addition, a summer wrap up blog post was posted on CPSC.gov’s On 
Safety blog. 
 

PoolSafely.gov Website Development: In 2015, the Pool Safely website (www.PoolSafely.gov) 
was enhanced through extensive updates to and expansion of the Spanish-language site and 
additional information about compliance issues. The Adventures of Splish and Splash smartphone 
app was launched in August 2015. 
 
Out of Home PSAs: Efforts continued to focus on placement of Pool Safely billboard PSAs in 
markets with high drowning rates. In addition, two special engagements took place with the 
PSAs:  

• The Ohio Department of Health put Pool Safely PSAs on cable stations and in Ohio 
amusement parks, resulting in 1.3 million impressions.  

• Walmart played the broadcast PSA in 500 of their stores on the Check Out Channel, 
resulting in more than 24 million impressions. 

 
Informed the Public about Safe Sleep Environments 
In 2015, CPSC informed the public about safe sleep environments for babies through: 
 
Safe Sleep for Babies: CPSC continued to educate parents and caregivers on best practices for 
Safe to Sleep for babies with federal collaborators, the National Institute of Health (“NIH”) 
Eunice Kennedy Shriver National Institute of Child Health and Human Development (“NICHD”) 
and Health Resources and Services Administration (“HRSA”.)  This partnership extends safe 
sleep messaging beyond crib safety to include play yards, strollers and other durable nursery 
products. Communication efforts included CPSC’s collaboration with the NIH SID/SUID work 
group to provide lifesaving information to new and expectant parents. Communication activities 
also extended beyond crib safety to the new durable nursery product standards, including play 
yards and strollers. CPSC joined the newly formed National Action Partnership to Promote Safe 
Sleep (“NAPPSS”), which includes both private and public partnerships, associations, advocacy

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groups and other safe sleep stakeholders. Through exhibits hosted by Cincinnati Urban League 
and the Centene Corporation, CPSC distributed over 5,000 safe sleep resources and worked with 
local Cincinnati police and social service organizations that host baby safety showers and teen 
pregnancy education classes. Safe to Sleep resources were also distributed to over 100 
organizations in Cincinnati, Cleveland and Columbus, Ohio and throughout the country. Safe 
sleep recalls were distributed through CPSC’s childcare list serv and through the American 
Academy of Pediatrics Health Children website https://www.healthychildren.org/ reaching 
over 62,000 members. CPSC co-hosted a twitter chat with NICHD and Parents magazine 
reaching over 1 million impressions. Additional organizations receiving CPSC safe sleep 
resources included churches and faith-based organizations such as Catholic Charities and Jewish 
Community Centers; hospitals including Nationwide and Cincinnati Children’s Hospital, non-
profits including the National Urban League, insurance agencies and health and safety 
organizations.   
 
Reaching Consumers on Safe Sleep: The CPSC achieved 709 million Safe Sleep audience 
impressions through television, radio, print and social media outlets, including blogs and tweets.

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL COORDINATION 
 
The Commission works with many agencies over the course of a year. This section describes the 
significant coordination the CPSC has had with other governmental organizations. Specifically, 
this section provides information on: (1) a major state-supported safety initiative for the Virginia 
Graeme Baker Pool and Spa Safety Act and Recall Effectiveness Check Program; (2) the 
Commission’s efforts coordinating with state and local programs; and (3) significant 
communication with other governmental agencies and offices, including any notification under 
section 218 of the CPSIA.9 In 2015, no state or local official filed a written notice to the 
Commission under section 218 of the CPSIA. 
 
 

1) Major State-Supported Safety Initiatives 
 
Virginia Graeme Baker Pool and Spa Safety Act (“VGBA”): The VGBA affects public pools 
and spas nationwide, and the Commission’s enforcement of the Act requires the cooperation of 
state and local agencies. In 2015, states worked cooperatively with the CPSC to conduct 
inspections of pool sites to verify compliance with the Act. 
 
Recall Effectiveness Check Program: The Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008 
(CPSIA), PL 110-314, amended Section 19 of the Consumer Product Safety Act (CPSA).  It is a 
prohibited act to sell or offer for sale a product that has been subject to a corrective action. In 
2015, state and local officials conducted inspections of distributors and retailers to determine 
compliance with the corrective action plan.   
 
 

2) State and Local Programs 
 
Section 29(a) of the Consumer Product Safety Act requires that the Commission establish a 
program to promote federal-state cooperation for the purpose of carrying out the Act. The goal of 
the program is to reduce consumer product related deaths and injuries by leveraging CPSC 
resources through cost-effective cooperation with state and local governments. In 2015, activities 
included the following: 

• Assigning compliance and enforcement activities to the states. The table below provides 
the number of CPSC assignments to state officials made during the year; 

• Supporting states through technical assistance and participation in conferences;  
• Monitoring industry’s compliance with CPSC mandatory laws; 
• Engaging in outreach and dissemination of information through multiple venues, such as 

journal, print, electronic media, and presentations sharing product safety research; 
• Hosted the 2015 State Designee meeting, training by field staff, and conference calls for 

State Designees.

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4) International Training Activity 

 
As part of a strategy for addressing the growing complexity and risk entailed within additional 
global sources of production, the CPSC’s Office of International Programs works to prevent 
hazardous and noncompliant consumer products from being exported to the United States through 
outreach and training abroad. The CPSC works with U.S. trading partners at the outset of the 
manufacturing process to increase their ability to produce products that comply with U.S. safety 
requirements. The agency also trains buyers and sourcing professionals who procure for U.S. 
importers. Outreach activities also include training foreign regulators on best practices to help 
them eliminate unsafe products from their jurisdictions, thus reducing the chances those products 
will find their way to the United States. The list below is a summary of international training 
activities completed in 2015.
